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FUR CATCH J t E A K S RECORD 

LARGEST IN HAkF A CENTURY 
RKPOET SAYS. 

Pelts Briijg UnuBually\High Prices 
This Year. \ 

Contrary to trapping reports from 
all other sections of the country the 
ratch in the Adirondacks isj the larg­
est in a half century, according to 
reports given out by the Forest, Pish 
and Game Department »f the State 
of New York. 

Several reasons are advanced -for 
the good trapping -this winter. One 
is that so few amateur sportsmen 
last fall and this winter occupied the 
hunting camps scattered throughout 
the Adirondack mountains, due prin­
cipally, it is believed, to the war, 
which took most of this class of men 
for'army and navy ^service. This has 
made game more plentiful. 

Another reason for the big catch 
is the high prices -of skins paid the 
hunters this winter, encouraging in­
tensive trapping and gunning on the 
part of trappers'. Only about 50 per 
cent of the usual number of trappers 
have been engaged in catching ani­
mals, the others either having enter­
ed the government service or having 
been attracted to" industries paying 
high wages. 

During December some gatherers 
of skins suitable for furs made a net 
of from $400 to $600, according to 
their statements .to members of the 
Department. At this rate these men 
will bank $2000 to $3000 from the win 
ter's work, which is several times as 
much as their winter's work netted 
them in the best previous j-jcars. 

Not many years ago a muskrat 
skin sold for 9 to 12 cents, and the

prime mink brought less than 80c. to 
$1.00. Now Adirondacks trappers 
are getting $6 to $8 .for full grown 
mink, and for raw muskrat 85c. to 
$1.10. Mink, raccoon, skunk and musk 
rat are exceedingly "plentiful. Trap­
pers who devote themselves to these 
smaller animals deem it a poor day 
when they do not--snare enough to 
yield them from $10 to $15 daily. 

The Adirondack red fox skin this 
year sells for from $12 to $20, ac­
cording to the thickness and glossi­
ness of the fur. Raccoon is worth 
from $4 to $6 raw; deer skin, which 
last year brought from $1 to $2 now 
brings from $2.50 to $5; otter and 
squirrel and even rabbit pelts, have 
advanced proportionately. 

Trappers of many years' experi­
ence assert that since.the Civil War 
only in 1876 and 1882, were bears 
and deer more numerous, and only 
once; judging-from the Dec. records. 
were\so many foxes shot or trapped. 

If one of the ancient trappers who 
sold his winter's catch to a Hudson 
Bay Company factor for ia suit "of 
clothes, powder and ball and hogs­
head of rum could have disppsed of 
that same quantity of pelts at the 
present market, he would pocket in 
real money more than 100 times as 
much, said, a raw skin receiver. As 
recent as 1916 year, the Adirondack 
trappers received little more than 
half the price they are getting now.

Dolan, Keating and Murray Are No

Saranac Man With Large Family 
Faces Action for' Trespass. 

Proceedings have been instituted 
against Sherman Stevens, a man of 
a large family, on the charge of tak­
ing wood from State land. He drew 
one small load of dry, down maple 
from a State lot near Saranac, but 
in so doing broke down some young 
trees which had been planted by the 
State to reforest a waste area. 

Mr.' Stevens has a- Wife and nine 
children. He says that he could not 
get any wood anywhere at the time 
except on State land, but that he had 
prospects of being able later on to 
get wood from the lot- of Joseph H. 
Branch. His vocation is that of la­
borer and he is now employed as a 
wood cutter by Mr. Branch. 

When he was called upon to pay 
the damage which he is said to have 
caused to trees on State- land, Mr. 
Stevens declared that he had never 
received pay from the State for ser­
vices which be performed in fighting 
fire on State land to save State tim­
ber from destruction. ., 

In the settlement of the case it is 
understood that Mr. Stevens will be 
paid for his services as firefighter 
and that his services in the protec­
tion of trees from fire will amount 
to toore than the sum which is claim­
ed fm^lamMje^whjch. he_i*jsaid to 
'Have TffiSuseirM'the "growing trans­
plant^ and the value 'of the wood he 
took' t a h i s home to keep his family 
from freezing.
