Some Highly Amusing Letters Reach 
Headquarters Officials. 

The "chuckle" department at head 
quarters is rich in material these 
days, provided in letters to "generals 
and colonels and captains from all 
over New England. Most of them. 
refer to <pay or insurance due the 
writers on account of husbands <"n 
She National Army. 

Some of the uncensored portions, 
quoted verbatim, follow: 

"Dear Sir—I have not received no 
pay since my husband has gone from 
nowhere." 

"Dear Sir— Wo have received 
your letter. I am his grandfather 
and grandmother; He was born in 
this house in answer to your letter." 

The abuse of'so-called "academic 
freedom" is a graver menace than 
ordinary abuse of free speech. The 
socialistic or the anarchistic soap­
box ranter does, not address a very 
influential class, but the "intellectu­
al Bolsheviki," as President Butlec 
styles the professors who abuse 
their academic freedom, influence 
the pick of the - country's youth, 
each one of whom is destined to be 
a force in community life.. The ut­
terances of Prof, Nearing,' since be­
ing dropped from the faculty of the 
University of Pennsylvania, abund­
antly justify the summary action 
taken by the trustees of that insti­
tution. Columbia University, too, 
has had similar trouble with profes­
sors who have abused their academ­
ic freedom. Two professors- had J*> 
be dismissed, while two others have 
resigned out of sympathy with their 
dismissed colleagues. In his annual 
report, President Butler points out 
that a man voluntarily limits his in­
dividual freedom of utterance when 
he connects himself with an institu­
tion of learning which had earned 
for itself certain traditions and 
which in the minds of the people 
stands for certain fundamental prin 
eiples. Speaking as an individual 
he would «ain no hearing, but as a 
member of the faculty his utterances 
carry with them the weight of the 
institution behind him.— Leslie's 
Weekly. 

T. Morris Longstreth is the auth­
or of" a book, The Adirondacks, by 
The Century Company, in which ap­
pears the following, sketch and com­
mentary on Paul Smith, pioneer Ad­
irondack hotel man: 

"When Paul Smith died in 1912, 
he left an estate of 25,000 acres, 
which included ten lakes, a hotel, a 
casino, and outlying cottages and 
camp3, besides much money in the 
bank. When he started life on the 
St. Regis in 1859, he had a good 
physique, a parent or so to help, and 
nothing else. Paul Smith, therefore 
did his best, to preserve the Ameri­
can tradition of the self-made. mil­
lionaire. There were several _ reas­
ons why he did not reach the White 
House and several more why he can­
not ever be called great. But hi3 
reputation will be long fading away, 

"Paul Smith corresponded roughly 
desirable lands before the capitalists 
were quite sure that they were de­
sirable. He bought the water pow­
ers on the Saranac River before it 
was rated anything more than a 
stream to fish in. He gathered the 
leading guides about him, and his 
abilities over the learned unlearned 
alike made him a trifle impatient 
with the world of books, arts and un 
iversites. I cannot believe, howev­
er, that it was so much smartness on 
the part of this indolent and joke-
living woodsman that made him, bit 
by'ljit, ' the riiosfinfluential Iandhold 
er in Franklin county. I believe it 
was his faith in his'own desires that 
earned him the reputation for far­
sightedness. Obedience to this faith 
was the gospel according to Paul 
Smith. 

"There is an inertia of content 
that sometimes moves one further 
along the road to success than the 
most agile endeavors; Paul Smitjfi 
sat still upon the acres that he had 
chosen for his heart's desire, His' 
wife cooked appetizing meals, and-
the wealth of cities that came to him 
made him rich. He didn't sit with 
his eyes closed. But he sat, surroun 

,ded by the woods that he knew could 
not fail him, sure that" some day his 
nature's craving for that sors of 
thing would be vindicated, • world-
style, by a bank" account. His faith 
•pulled him through. 

"That is what I mean by the gos­
pel of Paul Smith. I t may not be 
to the popular conception of a Brit­
ish inn-keeper( old style. He was of 
large build, ate largely, drank, but 
not too copiously, joked, but not too 
grossly. His humor apparently spar 
ed neither servant nor guest, yet it 
could not have offended, for from the 
first his boarding house 'grew steadi­
ly. Like an English squire he would 
carve the roast and then go out (as 
no Englishman below a lord could 
ever do) and shoot the next meal 
from his porch. 

"It is riot difficult to see why he 
should have attracted a clientele. He 
was an expert guide; his holdings 
ran with game; his .wife saw to it 
that there was enough of the best to 
eat. It ia difficult to nee, however, 
why a man like that, easy-going, 
good-natured, not-too hospitable to 

the uncompanionable' -virtues, should 
escape being 'donelj Many a', rich 
man formed the "habit of going: into 
Paul Smith's for a ^-little hunting. 
But nobody got the better of him in 
transactions. He took options on 
so noble as the inspired frenzies of 
his neighbor, John Brown, or the 
courageous efforts of his boarder, 
Edward Livingston' Trudeau. But 
there was a moment when the young 
fellow had to decide whether or not 
to cast his lot in the wilderness he 
loved. There were many moments, 
doubtless, when these race instincts 
seemed opposed to common sense. 
But he stood firm. And it takes a 
great man to stand by his instincts. 
Nearly everybody does take' thought 
for the morrow."
