„Colton man who enlisted in the Avia­
tion Corps: "Have a short time to 
spare so I will improve it by telling 
you something of the life of Avia­
tion Corps of "the Navy. I enlisted 
as quartermaster in Aviation but 
they changed my rating to machinist 
•mate. I think I will like that much 
better as I will be working on the 
aeroplane engines. As yet all I have 
done is drill. Our training station 
and school is not ready for us yet, 
so we are getting,trained like regu­
lar soldiers or seamen. I like the 
drills. I t i s very interesting to me 
to watch the different formations, 
with just a few steps a t the command 
without getting out of place or step 

— jr-mx in Pensacola, Fla, a week. It 
was fine there though rather cold 
the first two days as a damp cold 
wind was blowing off the Gulf of 
Mexico. After the first two days 
it w a s like May. or early June in 
Colton. I wanted to stay there but 
when w e got orders t o come here I 
had b» come. Here in Virginia now 
it i s like spring a t home. It freezes 
a little every night and thaws every 
day. I t is a. clay soil and very mud­
dy and slippery so that we have to 
wear boots. I t i s 'hard work march­
ing and drilling in boots in wet sl ip­
pery clay, but orders are orders, so 
when w e come to a muddy place if 
the command has not been changed 
fnjjn forward march, w e simply go 
through 'it, and T>ity the man -who 
undertakes t o go around it . We have 
two nights « week of liberty. On 
tnose'nights w e can g o anywhere we 
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here.' The foregoing is Carl's let­
ter copied verbatim. He is, w e think 
the only enlisted soldier from the 
town and we gladly do him this 
small justice.

Scott L. Irish who'spent1 their lives 
here excepting the last few years, 
when they moved to Vermont where 
Mr. Irish died. The part of the let­
ter which refers to Frank's present 
life follows: "You will no doubt be 
surprised when you read this and al­
though not much of a correspondent 
I find quite a lot of time to spare arid 
do considerable writing. I anvin the 
ctfast artillery at Portsmouth, N.H. 
At first I did not like it but the more. 
I .see of it the better I like it. I don't 
know if I will go to France but I; 
would like to. Beginning nextmonth' 
we will be taught French, so I am of 
the opinion-ihejfc&ill send us over to 
France in the spring. We are aw­
akened every morning by the dis­
charge of a three inchvgun. The first 
time I heard it I felt as if I was half 
way to the ceiling but I do not mind 
it now. When the temperature drops 
to 10 or 15 below zero it is very cold 
as much so apparently as 30 to 35 
below at Colton. I would like very 
much -.to. tell you about our camps 
and guns but am not allowed to do 
it in war time. It is very fine here 
in summer for their i s always a cool 
breeze from the ocean and the Isle 
of Shoals are quite visible 14 miles 
away and out across the main shore 
is the coast of Maine. I saw my 
first battleship yesterday. It came 
into the mouth of the harbor and re 
mained there until this morning. 
Please remember me to all the peo­
ple and I will close for this time."
