LOCAL BREVITIES. 

George Williams, a deserter from 
Camp Merritt, a t Tenafly; N. J., was 
taken into custody here last Wednes 
day following Williams' attempt to 
jpiardithe local railroad bridge. Wil­
liams came here from Antwerp 

. -where he had been working a game 
of this sort for two weeks, subsist­
ing on the bounty of the countryside 
He might have gotten- away with it 
l e r e for a longer periqd had he had 
less to say, but Williams wa,s prone 
to talk much and thereby' lay his' 
downfall. He was taken to Madison 
Barracks at Sackets Harbor Thurs­
day by Chief of Police Leahy and 
turned over to the military authori­
t ies . He faces a long prison term. 

Williams, attired in a regulation 
army outfit save a red toque which 
ihe wore instead of a hat, same from 
Antwerp on an afternoon train Wed­
nesday. He carried a .38 Winches­
ter rifle, not at all like an army 
gun which fact also aroused suspi­
cion. Williams reported to the sta­
tion that he had bbeen sent to guard 
the bridge and began operations. He 
did' a good job of guarding while he 
was at it.. The bridge is used more 
or less by pedestrians as a short cut 
to the west side, but Williams stop­
ped all traffic. "I should hate to 
shoot you," he told two men who 
expostulated with him, "but I've got 
to do my duty." The men- went ar­
ound. The walking was none too 
good and Williams ordered out the 
section gang to clear a. path for him. 
They complied. 

The police went down to look Wil­
liams over and the latter explained 
to them his mission. They were 
somewhat incredulous, particularly 
when Williams" told of capturing a 
German with four sticks of dyna­
mite under a bridge between here 
and Canton. Williams left the guar 
ding duty long enough to make out 
4 .report of his operations and was 
offered the hospitality of' the police 
office to dd it. 

While Officer Stone entertained 
"Williams, Chief Leahy endeavored 
to get a line on his previous where­
abouts. • Matters cleared themselves 
wonderfully when the telephone rang 
and an Antwerp officer presented 
his compliments to the local force 
and inquired if they had seen any­
thing of a soldier wearing a red 
toque. "Pin talking to .him," advis­
ed -Stone. "Hold him," said Ant­
werp. 

Williams promised faithfully that 
somebody would lose his job rf he 
were incarcerated. "We'll take a 
chance," observed Chief Leahy, ''and 
you, too." Williams was locked in 
a cell and eventually confessed to 
the desertion charge.

Have 
seen no maple or beech but plenty of 
oak. They raise lots of grapes from 
which they make wine and you can 
buy wine mighty cheap over here. 
You don't see any double wagons or 
buggies, all are two wheeled carts, 
drawn by one horse. The men ride 
and the women walk. t Some pl.acel 

The" people wear wooden shoes 
and they make more noise than the 
horses. All the houses have stone 
floors. There is no sleighing here. 
I suppose your sleighing is good in 
New York State. I don't want you 
to worry, for I am having just as 
good a time as when I was back in 
the U. S. I don't get homesick."

- TRAIN IS STALLED. 

Bad Drifts In Dry Bridge Cut Near 
Norwood.

Another spasm' of weather struck 
the North Country Sunday night and 
zero temperatures have prevailed 
since. A slight snow fall Sunday, 
together with the old snow was 
whirled about by the high wind, "and 
country roads are in bad shape. - -

The first -railroad tie-up in this 
immediate vicinity occurred M-ondav 

morning when, train 4 due put of 
here for tbe west at 6:28 stalled in 
the dry bridge cut just this sids of 
Norwood and laid there three hour3. 
It was necessary to rake the coaches 
out one by one, in order to release 
them, so tftrhtlv was the snow pack­
ed about the trucks. The train was 
gotten under way finally by the aid 
of three engines. 

Trains from New York the past 
week have been running about five 
or s;x hours late, the morning mail 
arriving usually on train 9 at 3 or 4 
o'clock. The evening train has held 
closer to schedule. 

It was a false alarm that closed 
down a large percentage of the news 
print paper mills in this section last 
week Monday. The workmen sacri­
ficed thousands of dollars in wages 
and the owners lost the production 
of a great tonnage of production all 
through a report from the Federal 
Trade Commission which has been 
proven false. It will probably re­
sult in a decision by the -manufac­
turers of this section to rely entire­
ly upon official instructions from the 
local fuel administrator. 

Edward ' N. Smith, Jefferson coun 
ty fuel administrator, went to Wash 
ington last Saturday in the interests 
of that section to reopen the flow 'of 
bituminous coal to the mills of Nor­
thern New York. Before he went he 
warned news "print manufacturers 
that they should give no heed to in­
structions not coming direct from 
the fuel administration office. He 
told them that he had no order mak­
ing, any change in the news print ex­
emption order, and that they should 
operate their mills until such official 
orders were received. The orders 
never came. 

When Mr. Smith returned from 
Washington after conferences Mon­
day and Tuesday at headquarters, 
he announced that the telegrams re­
ceived from the Federal Trade Com­
mission were incorrect and that the 
exemption ruling for news pfint 
mills had not been altered, and that 
they will not be forced to close« on 
the Garfield Mondays. 

No mills were affected in this, .vil­
lage, the Unity PaDer Mills making 
writing papers. They closed. But 
the Remington plants at Norwood 
and Norfolk and the DeGrasse mills' 
at DeGrasse were shut down. 'They 
were open Monday of this week.

Thousands of American "fam­
ilies today are using this mixed flour, 
bread, and in so doing are enabling 
America to provide more' wheat flour 
for the allies. Here's a tested- recipe 
for tills bread: Take one and a half 
cups of milk, water or a mixture of 
the two; one-half cake. compressed 
yeast, one and a halt teaspoons salt, 
one tablespoon sugar, one tablespoon 
of fat If desired, one cup cornmeal 
and two cups wheat flour. 

Put one and a half cups of water, 
the cornmeal, salt, sugar and fut (if 
used) Into a double boiler and cook 
twenty minutes. The water is suffi­
cient only to soften the meal a little. 
Allow the meal to cool to about the 
temperature of the room and add'the 
flour and yeast mlsed with the rest 
of the water. Knead thoroughly, 
make into loaf, place in pan of stand­
ard size, allow to rise until nearly 
Alls the pan and hake 45 or HO min­
utes.
