TRAIN SERVICE SCORED. 

Ogdensburg Paper Savs City Is Cut 
Off From Outside World. 

The Ogdensburg Advance says: 
"This city is experiencing the most 

deplorable inefficiency in railroad 
management with the results that it 
has been practically cut off from the 
outside world since Monday after­
noon as a result of the storm Monday 
and Tuesday morning. 

"No trains passed over the De­
kalb branch from Mondav afternoon 
until WeHnesdav forenoon and it is 
understood that no effort was made 
to clear out the road. S'nce the cov 
ernment has taken over the railroads 
and assured them an income enual to 
the earnings of the two previous 
years but left the manaeement in 
the local officials, they have appar­
ently made no effort to mept condi­
tions but have remained passive with 
an assurance of an income whether 
or not trains are run. No mail? 
were receixed-here until late Tues-
dav nie-ht for a nerod of 24 hours. 
This condition of inefficiency is a 
costlv one for Ofdensburg as it has 
practically isolated the citv from all 
out of town traffic. It is understood 
that a snow plow is kept ini the local 
yard whether for ornament'or use is 
not known, but if there has ;hflen anv 
reason whv the Dekalb branch should 
be closed for over 48 hours, cuttine 
off those towns along its route, it 
has not been made clear."

It Is probable that Europe for many 
years after the war will look to a 
great extent- to America for its meat 
supply. 

Europe's herds are dwindling under 
war's' demands faster than they can be 
replenished. 
^When the German armies retired 
from occupied portions of France and 
Belgium approximately 1,800,000 head 
of cattle were appropriated. This ad­
dition virtually safeguarded Germany 
from cattle shortage other nations now 
suffer. 

In England some 2.400.000 acres o\ 
grass lands have by compulsory meat.-
ures been forced Into grain production, 
thus reducing pasturage and hay lauds. 
A declining smle of maximum meat 
prices for live rattle was ordained in 
England, as follows: For September, 
$17.70 per hundred pounds; October, 
S17.2S; November and December, 
$16.0S, and for January, $14.40. The 
evident Intent of this measure was to 
drive the beef animals Into market as 
soon as possible. 

According to official French figures, 
the cattle of France have decreased to 
a total of 12,341.000 as compared with 
14,S07,000 In 1013. Today, due to lack 
of forage principally, France Is pro­
ducing only one gallon of milk where 
before the war two and one-half gal­
lons were produced. 

Meantime the United States food ad­
ministration has taken steps to con­
serve our flocks and herds and to In­
crease their numbers. The stock breed­
ers of this country show a disposition 
to co-operate with the government In 
this. 

For many years It has beenan prac­
tice among many of the dairy people 
of this country to kill male calves at 
birth and In many Instances the fe­
males If'not needed to replenish their 
herds ruther than go to the expense of 
maturing them Into veal. The high 
prices of meat caused the virtual dis­
continuance 'of this killing. Another 
encouraging fact is 75 per cent, of 
calves killed for veal this year were 
males. . 

Somebody has very aptly said that 
the Wars of the world have been won 
with grease, meaning that bacon and 
lnrd have been us essential to success 
in war as powder, which Is true. 

The hogs of Europe have been very 
greatly sacrificed to present day needs. 
This makes the American burden nil 
the more heavy and makes doubly es­
sential an Increased pork production 
In this nation. In Italy grain Is now 
forbidden to be fed to hogs. In Den­
mark under a recent order one-fourth 
of the hogs were ordered to be killed. 
It is estimated that one-half have now-
been killed. 

• Present Will Be A Busy Season At 
State Hatcheries. 

Increasing the supply of food fish 
es was the principal topic of discus­
sion at a meeting of superintendents 
of all of the State's Fish Hatcheries 
called at Albany last week bv State 
Fish Culturist John W. Titcomb. 
This is the first time that hatchery 
superintendents have been .....broucht 
together, and is an extension of the 
general plan in operation for several 
years in the game protective and 
forestry denartments of having the 
field men at the Albany office for 
frequent general conferences and 
exhanges of ideas in order to devel­
op co-ordination of effort throughout 
the State.

Plans were made for greatly in­
creasing the collection of eggs, uar-
ticularlv of the food fishes, durine 
the spring spawning season, and for 
pushing the production of the hatch­
eries to their maximum capacity. 
Rearing to fingerling size larger num 
bers of those snecies which resuond 
to that treatment was also decided 
upon. 

Sutrcrestions for removing large 
quantities of suckers and.earn from 
streams and lakes, where they inter­
fere with the snawning beds of the 
more valuable snecies, were consid­
ered, and it was aereed that hund­
reds of tons of these fish can be re­
moved with p-reat benefit. At the 
same time thev can be utilized as 
food in the locality where taken. Li­
censes to take these fish under proD-
ei1' regulations will be issued by the 
Commission to responsible persons, 
for such waters as the Commission 
may designate.
