Relative to the 'prison industries, 
the Supt. contends that there has 
been "an.apparent disposition by po­
litical subdivisions to evade the 'res­
ponsibility of., purchasing prison-
made goods, there being no. penalty 
for failure to do so. I t is'the inten­
tion of the Department, the report 
continues, "to place prison indus­
tries on a commercial basis in so far 
as the law will permit. Appropria­
tions are required for the installa­
tion of new machinery, much of that 
which is in the possession of the 
State today having been-, purchased 
second-hand more than 20 years ago 
Without new mechanical equipment 
intelligent vocational training' for 
convicts is impossible." •" -

"The compensation of employees 
performing practically the same du­
nes in the institutions differs," the 
Sunt, declares, "in many cases from 
$100 to $1000 per year. Some are 
not under consistent classification 
and many are poorly paid. Instanc 
es are available, on the other hand, 
of those who are compensated be­
yond what intelligent standardiza­
tion would suetrest or swroort. Ef­
forts to establish a uniform payroll 
are under wav and a schedule has 
been prepared for ihe 1918 Legisla­
ture and Governor's budget commit­
tee." 

In reference to the construction of 
tlie pew nr!=ons at Smg Sing and 
Wingdale, Sunt. Carter savs: 

"It is nronosed tC have inmates 
do the roueh eradinc, footings, the 
foundations and furnish snnd and 
crushed stone. As a matter of ex­
pedition, contracts will he awnrde-l 
for the erection of the buildings in 
general.

Au­
burn cell WtSek, it mav be recalled, 
is older than that of Sing Sing and 
that at Clinton is nearly the same 
ace. It is, therefore, recommended 
that a permanent policy of improve­
ment for all prisons be not overlook­
ed.

The average population is 58&1. 

That the prison industries) could 
be utilized to marked advantage in 
the production of war munitions, is 
set forth, the total number of men 
employed in the shops being 1580. 
The Supt. holds that three shifts of-
8 hours could be operated in making 
underwear, socks, shoes, blankets, 
can3>and other wearing apparel. In­
cidentally, he calls attention to the 
fact that he had so informed Gover­
nor Whitman on the day following a 
declaration of war by Pres. Wilson. 

The monthly .output at present of 
supplies which could be classed as 
munitions is estimated as follows: 
Shoes 4000 pairs, underwear 500 
suits, socks 500 dozen pairs, blank­
ets 1100 sets. Working under trip-
pie shifts, the productivity would 
"•hereby be increased three times— 
making a total of 12,000 pairs shoes 
1500 suits of underwear, 1500 dozen 
pairs of socks, and 3300 sets blank­
ets. This, the Supt. says, would not 
preclude manufacturing caps, mit­
tens and other supplies of the type..
