BUCKTON FARMER 
KILLED BY HORSE 

ARTHUR, NICHOLS INSTANTLY 
' KILLED AT ALLEN 

FARM FRIDAY. 

Stumbled Against Animal In Un-
. .lighted Barn. Horse's Hoof Frac­

tured His Neck. 

Arthur Nichols of. .Buckton.. .was 
instantly killed Friday evening, 
when he was kicked by a horse at 
•the farm of "Floyd Allen near Win-
throp. The animal's hoofs struck 
Nichols in the neck breaking it. He 
was dead when found. Funeral ser­
vices were held Monday afternoon 
from the Methodist church, Buckton 

Mr. Nichols was the son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Howard Nichols and had 
always resided in that section. Mr. 
and -Mrs. Allen .were guests at the 
Nichols home Friday and in the ev­
ening they .returned home. Mr. and 
Mrs. Nichols accompanied them but 
«ach couple Tode in their own sle'e-h 

Arriving at the Allen farm, Mr. 
Uichols went directly into the house 
his horse being cared for by Allen. 
A short time afterwards Nichols 
went to the stables to. take a look 
at the horse. I t was dark and he 
tarried no lantern. In the darkness 
he Stumbled against one of the 
horses which struck out with its 
hoof, striking Nichols in the neck. 

When he failed to return to the 
house Mr. Allen hurried out and 
was horror stricken to find him ly-
ine lifeless on the floor of the burn. 
Physicians were summoned but they 
were only able to confirm the state­
ment that death had been, practical­
ly instantaneous; 

Mr. Nichols was 31 years of aee 
He is survived by his widow and 
his -parents. Mr. Nichols was well 
known in the section where he re­
sided and was highly esteemed and 
respected. 
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SHIP LOSES SIX MEN. 

LAND QUESTION SETTLED. 

State ,and International Paper Co. 
Reach An Agreement. 

An agreement whereby the State 
and the International Paper Co. set­
tle the question-of ownership of 12 
lots in the Adirondack forests fac­
ing the Wardner flow and Rainbow 
Lake on the south and east and the 
north branch of the Saranac River 
on the north, has been entered into. 
As a. result the paper company 
which was frank in its statement 
that it wanted the timber probably 
for pulp purposes, gets six parts 
timberland, while the state gets i 
parts timber, and two parts water. 
This will add to the value of the 
water''front'on''Kainhow Lake and 
Clear Pond for camping purposes, 
as it is believed that the state will 
eventually leave pulp sites on its 
land. The 12 lots include water and 
heavily timbered, , deforested and 
burned over land.

An extract from a letter^ post­
marked Portsmouth. Va.. Febv. 2. 
and wr'tten by Glenn Wires, gun­
ners mate on the battleship Louis­
iana, to the local Camp of Sons of 
Veterans, of which he is the officer 
known as Color Bearer, states: 

"We have "been out to sea on a 
fewo weeks cruise during which we 
ran into a very"heaw~ storm., the 
sea being so rough that the water-
rolled over the. smokestacks of our 
shin. The battleshin Michigan lost 
her foremast with six sailors in the 
flghtinf top; she was off about five 
miles from us when it happened at 
7:15 in the morning. I saw her just 
after the accident, and it looked odd 
to see a battleship with only, one 
lhast—maybe however you Kave 
X»ad about it in the tiawrs—it has 
never happened before in the naw. 
I e-rpected to be with von before the 
i2th and null down the old flag that 
I ran UP last June] especially to have* 
the honor of running un the reserve 

. post flag in its place for Lincoln's 
Birthday, but you will have to take 
it down for me, as I am off for Cuba 
again. Hope to see you sometime 
in March."

•The Tuscania, a liner of 14,348 
gross tons, was one of aistroncrly 
guarded convoy, and was proceeding 
eastward off the north coast -of Ire­
land, whpn disaster overtook her.

' The first definite, statement of the 
extent of America's fighting forces 
in the western front in France has 
been made by Secretary of War 
Baker. Answering critics of-the ad 
ministration, the. Secretary declar­

ed" that there will be shortly 500,-
000 Americans in France and that 
1,500,000 more are all ready tp go. 

Mr. Baker also dis,clo5ed3be out­
put of ordnance, saving that, this 
month 84 guns of seventy-five milli­
meter calibre were produced and 
promised a production rate rising to • 
231 a month by April .and 433 per 
month by next December. One gun 
of 155 millimeter caliber has been 
turned out this month and th* pro­
duction rate will be 300 a month bjr 
next December, he said.

( When the American trench was 
raided last November, it was said 
in the German official ' statement 
that the 'Americans were stationed 
along the Marne-Rhme canal, north 
east of Luneville. Toul is'ahnnt- 28 
miles west-norbhwest of Lunev'He. 
„..AJI American trench was raided 
during a heavy fog shortly after day 
lierht by the Germans. The attack 
was preceded by a violent artillery 
barrage. 

Two Americans were killed and 
four wounded. One soldier is miss^ 
ing and is believed to have been cap 
tured by the enemy. 

Casualties have been occurring al 
mest dailv for several davs on this 
sector. It is how permitted to dis­
close that all the recent casualties 
o-iven out from Washln<"fo>n occured 
in this sector. The deaths were'eaus 
ed bv shell fire, mostly shrannel. 

American artillery has kent no a 
continuous fire on the enemv hatter-
ips throughout the past week and' 
the Germans responded with the re­
sult that there was lively shelling 
along the ' entire' sector. At the 
same time the American anti-air­
craft guns were busy renellim<r at­
tempts of enemy airmen to cross ov­
er the American lines. Two Germ­
an airships finally abandoned the 
attempt after having been shelled 
heavily.
