SALES OF FLOUR. 

Some of Substitutes Which Must Be 
Bought With-It. 

Rufus L. Sisson, County Food Ad­
ministrator, has been notified of a 
modification of the order governing 
the sales of flour by local dealers. 

Retailers can sell the first two 
weeks of February 3 lbs. flour with 
1 lb. substitutes, second two weeks 
of February 3 lbs. flour to 2 lbs. of 
substitutes. After March 1st equal 
amounts. Retail dealers are limited 
during February to selling at one 
time one-eighth barrel wheat flour 
to a customer in cities and villages 
and one-fourth barrel to residences 
in rural, communities. 

Among substitutes for wheat flour 
suggested are: Bran, Corn Meal, 
Barley Flour,' Oat Meal, Potato Flour 
Sweet Potato Flour, Feterita Flour 
and Meals, Cotton Seed Flour, Rye 
Flour;'"Corn- Starch Flour, Rice, 
Rolled Oats, Shorts and 'Middlings, 
Soya Bean Flour, Hominy, Corn 
Grits, Rice Flour, Buckwheat Flour, 
Milo, Peanut Flour and products of 
similar nature. 

The retailers are to sell wheat 
flour only as per above rules with 
these other cereals.
