When the Huns sent the Lusitan-
5a to t h e bottom with i ts load of hu­
m a n freight and murdered men, 

••women and babes with fiendish ma­
l e v o l e n c e , they turned America's 

friendship into loathing. When 
t h e y sen t the" Tuscania t o t h e bot­
t om and murdered American sold­
ie rs without giving them a chance 
fo r the i r lives, t h e y clinched .and 
riveted "the hatred) which America 
feels for them. • The death of our 
soldiers a t sea and] in t h e trenches 
1s br inging home, to this country the 
ter r ib le meaning of war, bu t i t also 
br ings a grim determination to 
s t r ive a l i t t le harder to win t h e fight 
And wi th each succeeding tragedy, 
wi th each fresh affliction, must come 
* renewed • gr i t t ing of the teeth in 
a. f resh determination to succeed or 
perish. 

• I t seemed to be inevitable tha t 
some such tragedy as the sinking of 
t h e Tuscania should occur, and it is 
(highly probable t ha t there- will be 
o t h e r such occurrences. It' is a 
splendid tribute to the efficiency of 
t h e allied navies t h a t so many hun­
dreds of thousands of men should 
have been landed upon the soil of 
P rance with so few fatalities, and 
w e can only hope that the hundreds 
of thousands yet to go may be equal 
l y fortunate. But go they must, and 
no ma t t e r what the danger they 
will go undaunted and unafraid. 

The advantages in this world war 
still lie with the German forces and 
will remain so until the full power 
of America is turned against them. 
The allies have fought a heroic 
fight in the face of great adds. They-
have perhaps made some of the 
mistakes incidental^ to the task .of 
tu rn ing the plowshares of peace in­
to the weapons of carriage, and of 
t ransforming the scattered forces 
of democracy into a trained and effi­
cient soldiery. But their heroism, 
their devotion, their singleness of 
purpose, have been beyond all pow­
e r of the pen to describe, and no 
t r ibu te t h a t can be paid to them 
can ever be adequate. They are 
still fighting on with unflinching 
bravery, and are holding back the 
tide of barbarism with unyielding 
courage. They can continue- to hold 
until America is ready, but there 
can be rio delay, no wavering, no 
more mis takes-on this side if the 
tide of battle is to be turned back 
and* the world saved. . The coward-

•-, ice and chaos in Russia has been a 
tragedy^ well nigh fatal to the cause 
of civilization and one which' upset 
all the plans of the allieds forces. 

The entrance of America, tardy 
and unprepared though i t was, will 
still save the day if our people can 
ac t with the unity and energy that 
have characterized France and Brit 
ain. All talk of revolutions or up­
risings in Germany and Austr ia 
should fall on deaf ears in America, 
because', for the present a t least,

That Germany s tar ted the present 
w a r as a purely business proposition 
is t h e statement made in a pamph­
le t published by Augus t Thyssen,. 
one of the wealthiest members of 
Germany's business community. This 
pfcmphlet was suppressed, the auth­
or fined, a contract which he had 
with the War Office taken away and 
the greater par t of his business t a k 
en over by the government at- a fig­
ure that amounted to confiscation. 

•More than a year before the com­
mencement of the war, according to 
Thyssen, a large number of Germ­
any's leading business men were ask 
ed to support the Hohenzollern w a r 
policy on the ground tha t i t would 

, pay them to do so. Said he: 
! " I -was personally- -promised a free 

g ran t of 30,000 acres in Austral ia , . 
| and a loan from the Deutsche Bank 
I of $750,000 at 3 per cent, to enable 

me to develop my business in-Austra 
l is . To several other firms were 
promised special t rading facilities 
in India, which was to be conquered 
hy Germany—be it noted—by t h e 
end of 1915. A syndicate was form­
ed for the exploitation of Canada. 
This syndicate consisted of the heads 
of twelve great firms; the working 
capital was fixed a t $100,000,000— 
half of which was to be found by the 
German government. 

"These promises were not vague­
ly given. They were made definite­
ly by Bethmann-Hollweg on behalf 
of t h e Emperor to gatherings of t h e 
business men, and in. manv ' cases to 
individuals. ' I have .mentioned the 
promise of a grant of 30,000 acres 
in Australia that was made to me. 
Promises of a similar kind were 
made to a t least eighty other per­
sons at .special .interviews with the 
Chancellor, and part iculars of these 
promises were entered in a book at 
the Trades. Department." 

I n December, 1916, continues Mr. 
Thyssen, Chancellor Bethmann-Holl­
weg called upon the big business. 
men again and asked seventv-eitrht 
of them to subscribe $1,000,000,000 
toward the next war loan. Thyssen 
was asked personally to guarantee a 

•subscription of "$1,000,000 but declin 
ed. He was then interviewed by 
Bethmann-Hollweg's private secre­
tary , who told him that if he did not 
give the required guarantee t h a t he 
would" lose a contract he had with 
the war office and his business would 
suffer. Thyssen persisted in his r e ­
fusal and called the demand black­
mail. Two months la te r he lost his 
contract, and the g r ea t e r ' pa r t of his 
business Was taken over a t a figure 
tha t meant confiscation.

WAR SAVINGS STAMPS. 

T h e machinery by which the pur­
chase of a Thrift S tamp or a , W a r 
Savings. Stamp is to. be made as easy 
and convenient as the purchase of a 
spool of thread or a jiound of nai ls , 
in eve ry ' community in the United 
States, is rapidly being established 
Already 185,000 War Savings S tamp 
Agencies have been established- and 
by the close of January this number 
will have been increased by 350,000. 

In addition to these agencies the re 
will be 1,000,000 "sales ; stations," 
which do Hot receive direct authori­
zation to make the sales from the 
Secretary of the Treasury, bu t ob­
tain their stamps from authorized 
agents and sell them over their coun 
t e r s a t their cashiers' windows, and 
other places. 

Fi f ty thousand post offices now 
have W a r Savings Stamps on -sa le 
and.29,000 banks and 8000 individu­
al firms and corporations^ have been 
appointed agents. Nine thousand in 
te rs ta te corporations having places 
of business in several states will 
constitute 115,000 additional agen­
cies. 

An intensive campaign is now on 
for the establishing of War Savings 
societies which can be organized . bv 
ten o r more persons in any commun­
ity, school, club, church, factory, or 
office and can be affiliated with the 
National War Savings Committee, at 
Washington upon application.

Editor Courier and Freeman: 
I have written you once in the 

past, relative to maple syrup , ' and 
sugar. My only reason is to show 
your readers tha t they a re entitled 
to bet ter prices than they have had 
in the past. 

I r t n a k e about one thousand gal­
lons of syrup per year on my prop­
erty i n " St. Lawrence County, N. Y., 
which I readily sell at wholesale, 
guaranteed in quantiy and color in 
all respects. This year I have sold 
it a t $2.00 per gallon, in gallon cans, 
f. o. b. cars a t shipping station. That 
is the price. I asked. This is equal 
to about 25 cents per. pound for first 
class sugar. A good many of the 
farmers in New York State have not 
made> a..first class article, and it has, 
gone in some instances to tobacco 
people, etc., a t low prices. These 
farmers should strive to make a 
first class article and by putt ing their 
own labels on it they could demand 
a first class price. 

Goods of all kinds have been ad­
vanced in price. The consumer ex­
pects t o pay more, and knows that 
he mus t pay more than he has in the 
past. Maple syrup and sugar are 
luxuries, and there isn't nearly en­
ough made to supply all the wants. 
The farmers and producers should 
all make up' the i r minds, this year, 
to furnish a first class article, and 
get a" good price for it, and not con­
tinue selling at a ridiculously low 
price, as they have in the past, and 
let t h e jobber or the wholesale men 
get all the profits.

ism of the young men-of this 
town. 

"W« express the indignation 
and opinion of the students of 
Clarkson College__of Teehnolo-

" Sfy. .We do' not~ consider our­
selves • 'slackers' o r \ y e t t W 
s t reakers ' when we do not en-

.list. The government has in­
s t ructed us as Technical stud-

. ents t o refrain, from enlisting, 
because engineers are needed 
more in our industries than 
they a r e on the bat t le line or 
front trenches. I t is more pa­
triotic t o serve our country by 
devoting our time and sftudy to 
t h a t for which we're best fitted! 
than rushing blindly into the 
apparently easy job, either mil­
i tary o r industrial. 

" I t should be well known 
tha t for every engineer a t $he 
.battle front i t is necessary to 
have e ight engineers in our in­
dustrial concerns to keep the 
necessary supplies a t hand for 
those who are a t the front. Be­
ing -drafted is no disgrace as 
long as we go willingly and do 
what the government instructs 
and commands us without . 
question. 

"This is the second t ime (hat 
the young men-of Potsdam have 
been accused of being slacker^. 
We would call the speaker 's 
attention to the fact tha t words 
of this sort show a very great 
lack of study of the situation 
at hand. May we suggest tha t 
he study a little more, and 
talk a bit less, tha t he may 
gain the good will of the peonle 
and especially the Clarkson 
students.

Mrs . F . W. Jennings died a t her 
home in Market s t reet Thursday af­
ternoon, February ?. She had been 
an invalid for a number of y<Sars, 
and had been qui te helpless the last 
seven years . * 

Mrs. Jennings was born in Og-
densburg 60 years ago. T h e family 
moyed to Potsdam where she atten­
ded school, graduat ing from • the 
State Normal School in 1881. In 
1882 s h e accepted a position as 
teacher in' the Oneid i H i g h School. 
I t ' w a s a t Oneida tha t she met Dr. 
Jennings who w a s then Superinten­
dent of Schools. They were marri­
ed in 1885. Altogether they lived 
in Oneida 17. yea r s , when Dr. Jen,-, 
nings accepted t h e superintendency 
of schools a t Johnstown,' N e w York 
which position h e held until his 
wife's heal th required his 'ent ire 
time. They moved from Johnstown 
to Potsdam in August , 1916, so a's 
to be near Mrs . Jennings ' sister, 
Mrs. Rufus L. Sisson, Sr. 

Although Mrs . Jennings suffered 
intensely, she was wonderfully cheer' 
ful. H e r capacity for friendship 
was t r u l y remarkable. She had 
many friends in Oneida, Johnstown 
and Potsdam to whom she endeared 
herself, b y her kindly sympathy* her 
love, and her healthful philosophy 
of life. She was a member of the 
Presbyter ian Church in Johnstown 
and was -cons tan t i n . attendance as 
long a s she was able. H e r going is 
a deep loss to he r family and friends 
for whom she was a' very fountain 
of inspiration' and helpfulness.

Dr. F . W. Jennings, her sisters. 
Mrs. H. T. Morari of Haworth, N.
