Mix ingredients in the ordeY inwnich 
they are given. Shape the cookies 
with a small cutter and bake, them 
in a moderate'oven.

Ifywomen take men's place in the 
world's work they will have less I 
time" to devote to preparing the dai­
ly- meals. Meals, therfore, will 
have to be simplified. The one dish 
meal is bound to play an imnortant 
part in the near .future. This one 
dish must contain milk, cheese, eg?, 
or meat or animal food;'some star­
chy food, potato or bread, and some 
food which will keep the-body mach­
inery running smoothly, as fresh 
vegetables. The lamb pie with car­
rots and potatoes is such a combin­
ation dish; the lamb furnishing the 
animal food, the potatoes, the starch 
and the carrots the regulating sub­
stances.

Lunch or Supper—Scalloped corn 
meal mush and cheese, wheat saving 
bread, fruit cup apples and oranges, 
gingerbread.

The fat found inside the chicken I 
should be rendered and used for 
cooking. Chicken fat of all fats 
most nearly resembles butter in 
flavor. 

The vegetable oils are gaining in 
favor as the war conditions make it 
necessary to eliminate animal fats. 
These oils burn less readily in cook-< 
ing than butter, keep better, and 
cost less, and are just as digestible 
and nourishing as butter except that 
they do not contain the growth-pro­
moting substances, called vitamines. 
These, however, imay be abtained by 
eating vegetables. 
Some Ways of,' Reducing the Food 

Expense. 
1. Use more,of the cheaper vege­

tables, as greens, carriots, turnips, 
parsnips and cabbage. These are 
better for you than canned goods, 
and they cost less. 

2. Use some dried fruits instead 
of fresh ones. 

3. Use cheaper cuts of meat, the 
neck, shoulder and flank, and learn 
to use meat merely as a flavor in-
vegetable dishes. 

4. Use nuts instead of meat, pea­
nuts are cheapest. 

5. Cater to the needs of the family 
instead of to ..whims of appetite. 

6. Get acquainted with the bean 
in all its varieties. It is one of the 
best of 'the food allies'. The kidney 
bean, the red, black, and yellow 
beans, and the new arrival, the soy 
bean, all offer possibilities for reduc­
ing the high cost of living.
