TO TRAIN CRIPPLED MEN 
FOR NEW OCCUPATIONS 

Red Cross Opens School to Help tho 
Maimed in Battle for Existence. 

The American National Eed Cross 
has established In New Y/ork city a 
school for the training of crippled men 
in trades or occupations in which they 
can engage in spite of their physical 
handicaps. The school is known as 
the Red Cross Institute for Crippled 
and Disabled Men. A gift of over 
$50,000 by Mr. Jeremiah Milbank of 
New York made possible the establish­
ment of-thts Institute. 

The facilities of the Institute will 
also be at the disposal of the, Govern­
ment for the rehabilitation of crippled 
soldiers and sailors. 

The activities of the Institute, which 
Is already under operation, include an 
employment bureau for cripples, Indus­
trial and commercial, training classes 
for disabled men, and departments of 
scientific research and popular educa­
tion. Members of the Institute's, staff 
have been engaged for the past six 
months In studying the experience of 
the European countries in reconstruct­
ing their disabled soldiers.

A penny here and a penny there ev­

ery day will win this war. T h e prose­
cution of n great war requires the 
spending of- vast energy in labor and 
of vast amounts of material, b u t it re­
quires their expenditure upon other 
things than those to which t h e labor 

- and material were formerly devoted. 
- Business as usual cannot continue, 
because business as usual means 
spending as usual, which means pro­
duction as usual. Now, we cannot 

-' make all the things we commonly 
made and consumed as a nation nor 
can we buy all the things which we 
commonly have bought as a nation, 
because we cannot fight the war with 
that sort of thing. It must be fought 
with guns and uniforms and by men 

| who previously devoted their time and 
i energy to a great many other things. 
| We decide when we begin to prose­
cute a war to produce a different isort 
of thing for a different sort of pur­
pose. Necessarily that means that pri­
vate expenditure becomes different. 
We must not spend for the old tilings 
because we have to buy new things. 
The Individual cannot himself go out 
with his own money and purchase 
guns, uniforms and ulilps needed to 
prosecute the war. The spending and 
buying must be done by the govern­
ment in the name of all the individu­
als, and the individuals must refrain 
from spending that money for other 
things. The war is going to be fought 
with savings—not because saving. Is a 
virtue, but because It cannot be fought 
In any other way. Every Individual 
must save money, because money 
stands for value, which means produc­
tion, which In turn means material, la­
bor^ transportation, distributing ex­
penses, insurance and n great many 
other things that go to make up the 

' value of the articles we buy. The ulti­
mate thing must be saved—the labor, 
material, etc.—because those things 
must be devoted to other ends. When 
the Individual saves money he" does not 
call for the labor and the material, 
and thnt Is the only way he can save 
the important thing. In this wnyjilone 
can he do his hit, and those of us who 
stay at home for whatever reason 
must see that our bit Is saving. 

But it means saving small Hums and 
not large. The Immense total of an 
Immense number of small sums Is 
greater than most jreople realize. One 
dollar from each of the eminnnn peo­
ple is more than John D. Rockefeller's 
Income by a great deal. Nor must we 
fall to realize that we cannot other­
wise save than in small sums. If wo 
cut off large Hums from the Wiieiult-
turn <tf the community we shall entail 
great suffering for it good many peuple 
iindjmnku the prosecution of the war 
nist'mm-e than It need to. Kveryhody 
must save, .but. everybody, need -un\<; 
only » little: It must come off a little 
here anil n little there from the dully 
expenditure, anil the Willi total will lie 
enormous. Twenty dollars per i-uplm 
per year Is two billions, fifty dollars 
per capita per year Is live billions, mid 
fifty dollars a year W one dollar t 
week. 

Tales of German atrocities in this 
war are under the actual happenings 
instead of over-rated, according to a 
statement made by. Irving Bacheller 
in a meeting of National Army offic­
ers at Camp Dix, recently. 

He stated' that his information 
came from English officers and en­
listed men whom he met on the Wes 
tern front. • He said it was common­
ly believed among the, allied fighters 
in France that the only good Germ­
an was a dead,one. Stories of cru­
elties and inhuman acts which the 
Germans did to allied prisoners and 
inhabitants of the Teuton-invaded 
countries were nothing short of blood 
curdling. Mr. Bacheller said he be­
lieves them and believed also that 
America's treatment of German 
soldiers must be stern and thorough. 

Because of the fact that the North 
Country sage returned from Europe 
a few weeks ago. wihere ihe was the 
guest of the English foreign office 
on the-Western front, the Eastern 
department of the Y. M. C. A. War 
Work Council, arranged a speaking 
appointment covering two days at ' 
Camp Dix. In the early evening he 
spoke to the Nationa'l Army men, 
many of whom were from Northern 
New York, giving humorous selec­
tions from his books. 

On the first evening, he described 
some of his war experiences to a 
croup of officers after the enlisted 
men had left the "Y" building. The 
group sat about the big stove in 
Building No. 6 and Mr. Bacheller 
was presented by H. E. Parker, the 
building secretary. The author of 
"Eben Holden" settled comfortably 
down in his chair and told his story. 
The group resembled nothing • "so 
much as an old fashioned North 
Country gathering around the coun­
try store stove on a winter's evening 
waiting for the 6:10 train to come 
into the "deypo"; with the evening 
mail.' 

He held the officers snell-bound 
for an hour and a half, while he told 
them of his experiences under shell 
fire, in the trenches, at the base hos 
pital and his journey to the front. 

"I stood at one of the biggest lines 
of communication one day," said he. 
"The traffic was heavier than it is 
on Fifth Avenue at 3 o'clock on a 
sunny afternoon. I t seemed as if all 
the nations of the eartti were going 
up to the end of the world. 

"Frivolous France is no more. 
When someone sent unclean plays 
down from Paris for the entertain­
ment of the poihi near the front, 
thinking that was the kind of enter­
tainment they wanted, ihe '.poilu sent" 
back; "That is not what we want. 
We are not pigs.' I t means'a lot to 
those men to see their dearest friend 
shattered to bits beside them on. the 
firing] line. Thev have .changed. 

"In England hefore the war there 
way a very well-defined degeneracy. 
But thai; is changincr now. A friend 
of mine went to an English home to 
tea one afternoon. The hostess said 
'Have you heard of the gTeat honor 
wfhich has come to this house?' The 
guest admitted that 'he had not. 'Our 
ton was killed in France two weeks 
ago. '" 

In this connection with the return 
of high ideals to the people engaged 
in the war because of the sacrifices 
they are - making, Mr. Bacheller 
•poke in the highest terms of the 
Y. M. C. A. in the war. He declar­
ed 'it is the one great "spiritualizing 
factor" in this war. 

"When the war is over, I think we 
will all say it was a good thing. The 
price we are paying is tremendous, 
but I think it will be worth while in 
world regeneration. 

"Optimism, with a capital O and 
quoted," was the keynote in Mr. 
Bacheller's talk to the officeTi. He 
said there could be no doubt that 
the ultimate victory would be with 
the Allies and despite the suffering, 
the effect for good on the peoples 
engaged was evident already, even 
in America.
