The will was offer­
ed by Frank L. Cubley, Potsdam at­
torney acting for Miss Anne Clark-
son of New York 'City. Objections 
were filed by Kellogg and Rose, a 
New York law firm whose client in 
the present action is Emily Clark-
son Moore of Potsdam and New 
York. The probate of the will was 
adjourned to a term"" in Potsdam 
April 1st, at which time Surrogate 
Alric E. Herriman will hear the ar­
guments. • 

The objection to the probate of 
the will says:' "That said paper and? 
execution- thereof, if ever executed 
was obtained by undue influence of 
Anne; Clarkson, the legatee and ex­
ecutrix therein named.!' The objec 
tijm as offered through Kellogg and 
Rose claims further that Miss ,Eliz-
aheth Clarkson never declared the 
alleged will offered to be her will 
and never signed it, nor did she ever 
,request the two.^witnesses to sign 

'it. The witnessed as appearing on 
the will are^George Lowe and Josiah 
Roberts, both of Potsdam. 

The will itself is now at the Sur­
rogate's office here. It gives the 
bulk of the estate after various mod 
erate bequests are-made, to Miss 
Lavinia Clarkson of New York City. 
The other bequests are: $1600 to 
St. Paul's School, Plain City, Utah, 
to be used for scholarships! $2,000 
to Clarkson College, Potsdam, to be 
used for scholarships. This is the 
only bequest in the will to the Pots-

WOULD REPEAL BLUE LAWS. 

Down State Residents Want To Fish 
And Hunt Sundays.

SOCIALISTS ARE CENSURED 

LABEL LAW POSTPONED. 

Grocers Will Not Be Obliged To 
Label Goods Yet Awhile. 

The State Food Commission, by a 
unanimous vote, has decided to post 
pone the putting in operation of 
the regulation relative to labeling 
food in stores in the rural counties 
where the regulation was to go into 
effect on "Feby. 25, 1918. The rea­
son for the postponement of this 
regulation until further notice was 
the fact that the regulation went in 
to effect in the large cities on Feb. 
11, and the Commission thought it 
wise to first carry out the regula­
tion jn the cities where the com­
plaints lurgely come from, rather 
than in the rural counties where 
there has been practically no com­
plaints. St. Lawrence and Franklin 
are among the counties in which the 
regulation is postponed. 

RURAL MAIL CARRIERS 

Will Start Trips At 7 A. M. Until 
April 1st. • 

Postmaster John Lenney 'has been 
instructed hereafter to send out the 
mail carriers on the rural routes 
from this village at 7 a. m. The 
men have been going at 10 a. m., the 
latter time becoming effective a few 
weeks ago on orders from Washing­
ton. ..It is presumed that the late 
•fRier was to enable the carriers to 
tnkb mail from the morning train 
from New York. As this train has 
ber-n invariably from four to six 
hours late for several months the 
carriers have not been able to gain 
much by waiting. 

Th» r«w order provides that the 
7 o'clock schedule shall he effective 
only until April 1st, when the carri­
ers will hegin to leave at .10 again. 
They will continue until November 
', when the 7 o'clock schedule will 
go into effect for the winter.

,' Socialists in the State Assembly 
accused of treason last week when 
thej| rose to vote in opposition to a 
Lincoln Day resolution thanking 
American troops for patriotic serv­
ices, were referred to by1 Assembly­
man Albert Link, sponsor of the res­
olution, in these words: "If it hap­
pens again may the Lord have pity

Assemblyman Abraham I. Shipla-' 
coff and four other Socialist jniem-
bers- had stood up to be recorded in 
opposition to the resolution in which 
the United States troops were thank 
ed for carrying on the fight for denv. 
ocracy and freedom. They sat down 
amid groans and catcalls from the 
members. <. 

A minute or two later, Assembly 
man Link obtained the floor on 3 
point of personal privilege and in a 
bitter arraignment accused the Soci­
alists of treason. The Assembly 
went into an uproar of applause at 
his remarks. 

" 1 will refuse to si|.in this 
assembly any longer if we...have 
within this assembly members whose 
hearts are touched with treason." 
Mr. Link shouted. He was inter­
rupted by applause.

The situation is sejpgwhat pecu­
liar in some respects, in that while 
an election ifes|iled, if the matter 
of a new schoof'in the Market Street 
district is voted down, the state ed­
ucational authorities have the' power 
to build and equip the school and to 
assess the cost against the districts 
involved. The voting therefore is 
merely a matter of form. The school 
will be built anyway and if the vot­
ers vote down the question, that 
will not change the ultimate result.. 

The chief question of the election 
is the location of the new Market 
Street School building. This matter 
received pome publicity some months 
ago, when the purchase of the fair 
grounds by the district was urged. 
it being stated at that time that 
there was a desire to locate the 
school there. School Officials denied 
this emphatically. 

The location '.on .which the taxpay 
ers are asked to vote, the Lenney 
lot, so-called, is the site picked by 
representatives of the state depart­
ment of education as their first 
choice. About the only objection 
which is raised against it, thus. far, 
is its location at the extreme end of 
the village. The lot is high, drain­
age excellent, it is beautifully shad­
ed and would be ideal, public opin­
ion agrees, were it not for the ques-^ 
tion of accessibility. Some main­
tain that this question is not serious 
enough to warrant turning down the 
site. 

Should the voters refuse to select 
the Lennev lot, the second choice of 
the state is the present location nf 
the school at the Market-EIderkin 
Street corner, with additional play­
ground space in Elderkin street. 
This space could be secured, it is 
estimated at a cost of about $4,000. 
There is said to be some objectior 
to building the school on the old 
site owing to the poor drainage, the 
underground brook which traverses 
that section sometimes making the 
cellar of the o'd building damp. It 
is stated bv those in favor of this 
site that this might be remedied.

Confirmation of the German re­
port that Russia has withdrawn, 
from the war is contained in an offi­
cial Russian statement.

The*Associated Press correspond­
ent co-oTierated with the American 
army officers in obtaining these fig­
ures, which go forward to Washing­
ton as_the most accurate and com^ 
ptete list obtainable. The last 17 of 
these bodies recovered were Ameri­
cans.
