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WHEAT BOLES FOR BAKERS 

«NLY 80 PER CENT OF WHEAT 
TO BE USED. 

'Bakers Using Over 3 Barrels Flour 
Per Month Must Get License. 

County Food Administrator R. L. 
Sisson of this village issues the fol­
lowing rules: 

"All bakers tyho have not -hereto­
fore secured licenses, ..and who use 
three barrels or more of flour and 
meals per month, are required to 
secure licenses before February 4. 
These licenses may be jhad by ap­
plying to the United States Food 
Administration, License Division, 
Washington, D. C. 

"No baker will be entitled to ad­
vertise his product'as Victory Bread 
until he has reached the 20 per cent 
ratio. The Food Administration 
hopes that whenever possible, cere­
als locally produced will be used in 
order to reduce transportation. 

"Any baker who used no more 
than 80 per cent of wheat flour in 
his bread and selects the other 20. 
per cent from the long list of other 
cereals recommended by the Food 
Administration will be permitted to 
use the name and advertise his pro­
duct as Victory Bread. Until Mar. 
3, rye flour may be used in making 
Victory Bread. After that date it 
will be placed upon the same .basfo 
as wheat, because rye flour is now 
being shipped to the Allies. Bread 
made from graham^ flour or whole­
wheat flour may be called Victory 
Bread-, as this flour effects more 
than 20 per cent, saving over ordin­
ary wheat flour.

RULES FOR LENT 

Read at All Catholic Churches Of 
This Diocese. 

Ash Wednesday a week ago today 
was the beginning of Lent. Easter 
falls on March 31. Holy'Week 'be­
gins March 25 with Good Friday on 
March 29. 

From all the pulpits of the Cath­
olic churches in the diocese of Og­
densburg the pastoral letter of Bish 
op Gabriels ^was read, along'with an 
nouncements of- special Lenten ser­
vices. Bishop Gabriel^ in his letter 
says: 

"All the week days of Lent, from 
Ash Wednesday till noon on Holy 
Saturday- are fast days of precept, 
on one meal, with the allowance of 
.a .moderate collation in the evening. 
When the principal meal cannot be 
taken at noon, the collation may be 
taken ,at mid'day and dinner in the 
evening, 

"All the faithful who have com­
pleted their 21st year, and have not 
begun their 60th, are, unless legiti­
mately dispensed, bound to observe 
the .fast. 

"The precept of fasting implies 
also that of abstinence from the use 
of fresh meat. 

"By the authority of the Holy 
See, the use of flesh meat is allowed 
in this diocese at every meal on Mo:i 
days, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Sat­
urdays, with the exception of Satur 
day of Ember Days and to noon on 
Saturdays of Holy Week. 

"It is allowed to use fish with 
flesh meat at the same "meal during 
Cent. 

"The use of eggs, milk, butter or 
cheese is allowed. 

"In the morning some liquid, as 
tea,, coffee, or chocolate, and a crack 
er or small piece of bread, are allow 
ed. 

"Lard and dripping may be al­
ways used in preparing fish, vegeta­
bles, etc. 

"The church excuses from the ob­
ligation of' fasting the following 
classes of persons: First, the in­
firm; second, those whose duties are 
of a laborous or exhaustive nature."
