During the week following and 
including September 5, 1917, approx 
imately ten thousand young men 
entered the gates of the military 
reservation just completed in record 
time by the Government on a barren 
stretch of territory near the village 
of Ayer, Mass. 

There was not an appreciably 
great variance in the ages of this 
iirst product of the conscription law 
rendered imperative by the great 
emergency which confronted not on 
ly this country but the entire civil­
ized world, but in the moral, mental 
and physical statue of these select­
ed men there was such a difference 
that it was instantly discernible. 
Many manifestly came from a walk 
in life where clean parentage, clean 
living and a clean social stratum 
had registered its inevitable herit­
age of an upstanding figure and a 
clear eye. But there" were many, 
many others who slouched into and 
through the Gamp Devens/ gates, 
flly and carelessly clad, stotfp should 
ered, sallow of face and jftillen of 
feature. Some of such-as"these were 
recklessly contemptuous of the sol­
emnity and importance of the duty 
to which they had been called, some 
were obviously disposed to do noth­
ing which they- were not forced to 
do, and all were unwilling; there be­
cause they had to be, neither know­
ing or caring as,to the great issue 
which they were called to help en-

Hundreds showed the un­
mistakable marks of wrong and ir­
regular lives, too little to eat and; 
drink of the right kind and too much' 
of the wrong kindi and score of in­
terested, men, appreciative of the 
country's great crisis and the forces 
necessary to sustain its principles, 
shook their heads sadly and with 
misgivings. 

There was present during these 
early days, as onlookers, another 
class of men, the ones who either 
openly or covertly were inimical to 
the declaration of war and one of 
whose specious arguments, relate to 
the demoralizing effect of army and 
camp life upon all young men; who 
contended that the moral status of 
all, whether high or low, would • be 
lowered by their association and en­
vironment and . the varied tempta­
tions which traditionally follow and 
surround army camps. " 

The man who sighed with misgiv­
ing as he viewed the nondescript 
crowd that entered the cantonment 
lastfall and recalled the impossibil­
ity of making a silk purse out of a 
sow's ear, has changed his mind and 
smiles with hope and confidence. 

Good food, regular hours and hab 
its, hard work, recreation, the inspir 
ation of a definite and noble purpose 
have done-their perfect work for 
one class of young men as well as 
for the other, not forgetting the dis 
cipline and the restraining influenc­
es that both -needed to make them 
into men. One has been brought un 
to a standard of living with which 
his previous environment had unac­
quainted him, and the other has 
been brought down to the same plane 
of resourceful and manly existence. 
Both are health, "as hard as nails" 
and full of the joy of living. 

In short, it has been salvation arid 
not demoralization that has been 
accomplished for ninety pe,r cent of 
the young men who today make up-
the Seventy-sixth Division-'of >the 
new National Army, and any person 
who has a doubt as. to this faojt has 
but to .ask one of these New Eng­
land soldiers.
