tainly no better than are the men 
who are wearing khaki, and there is 
no reason why they should-get any 
more consideration. Undue profi­
teering on the part of. labor is as 
vicious as it is on the part, of .capi­
tal, and the publiq is now under no 
illusion as to the game that some of 
the leaders of organized labor are 
attempting to play. 

England had its share of labor 
troubles at the outset of the war, 
but the ghastly horrors that soon 
overtook that nation remedied the 
evil. Cannot our workingmen see 
the handwriting before it is too late? 

PRACTICAL—PATRIOTISM 

"Do you realize that- you are add­
ing to the fearful danger our sold­
iers already face, the danger of-star 
vation and the danger of slaughter 
if food and ammunition are not sent' 
over ill ships, and in many ships, at 
once? Do you think the/fathers and 
mothers whose sons are "making this 
sacrifice will eit patiently^ by and 
permit this paralyzing of the life 

.line between us and the western 
front to go on? I advise you to end 
the paralyzing of the shipyard work 
now. I am sure you would not de­
liberately imperil the lives and safe­
ty of brave fellow-citizens. I am 
sure you believe with me that those 
whose sons are now giving thei*jjij(^nore a i ,o u t . 
blood that you and I and our chil­
dren may be safe and free will_ not 
long permit either you or me to in­
vite destruction of heroic lives and 

*" disaster to a great world cause." 
The above is the appeal of Chair­

man Hurley of the Shipping Board 
to the strikers in the shipyards. 
Whether it will be sufficient tt( bring 
these misgruided men to a realiza­
tion of their crime against their 
countrymen remains to be seen. 

Y_That the strike has already progres­
sed far enough to cause the unnec­
essary deaths of many of our sold­
iers is unquestionably true, and the 
reckless heartlessness of it is '• a 
terrible indictment against the work 
ingmen of America. Most of these 
men are sound at heart; thousands 
of them have sons in the army who 
will suffer because of their father's 
acts. 

Ultimately the crisis will pass and 
these vejy men who are now aiding 
the enemy will strain every effort 
to wipe out their past-^ins. But as 
yet the seem to be totally incapa­
ble of a proper realization of the 

. effect of their refusal to speed up 
the building of ships. The great 
need of our soldiers, the great cry 
of the Allies has been "Ships, Ships, 
and get more Ships." But after a 
year of war the ships are not built 
and the workmen of America are 
refusing to build them." It is be­
cause the American people are not 
yet awake to the danger; because 
public sentiment still tolerates pro­
fiteering, procrastination, and pro-
Germanism. 

The labor unions of tj-e country 
are still more interested in raising 
their wages, shortening their hours 
j)f labor, and enforcing their union 
rules than they are in winning the 
war. The wages paid to the men in 
ship yards are already far greater 
than the men have ever before re­
ceived in any other line of work, but 
they are taking advantage of the 
country's need and peril to extort 
more and yet more. Labor unions 
are yet in the hands of consciousless 
and unpatriotic men and their own 
power and pockets come ahead of 
their loyalty to the country. And 
they are not only seeking to gain 
inordinate profits but they are en­
forcing the fundamental 'rufiToFTa-
bor onions to give as little service 
for their day's wage as possible and 
to hold the efficient down to the level 
of the inefficient. The damage they 
are doing is great and irrevokable. 
but .it cannot last because the time 
will come when the American people 
as a whole will refuse to tolerate it. 
The difficulty is that the nation 
seems to be doomed to suffer in sack 
cloth and ashes before it finds it­
self. No feasible plan for the con­
scription of labor has yet been 

• worked out but it would gladden the 
hearts of Americans generally if all 
strikers would be sent to the trench­
es at a soldier's pay. They are cer-

There are probably no more pat­
riotic body of men than the Commer 
cial Travelers of America. From the 
business which necessarily brings 
them into contact with many-men in 
many sections, they have a rare op­
portunity to ascertain "conditions and 
are a very potential power for the 
molding of proper public spirt—or 
encouraging pro-German propagan­
da. I t is most gratifying to note 
the manner in -which these men are 
taking up the prosecution of the war 

The Illinois Commercial Men's 
Association has been to the expense 
of printing and mailing 117,702 of 
the following letters to its members, 
urging them to make the best possi­
ble use of it: 

"This war means more to Com­
mercial Travelers than it does to any 
other class of men. 

"Commercial Travelers can do 
more to help win the war than any 
other body of men. 

"We must win the war and win it 
quick. You men, traveling as you 
are from point to point visiting ev­
ery little hamlet, by using the right 
line of argumept and keeping your 
eyes and ears open for traitors, can 
do more towards winning the war 
than if you shouldered a gun and 
went to the front. , 

"You ask: 'What can I do?' I'll 
tell you. 

"Talk investment in Government 
loans, in Liberty Bonds. Thrift 
Stamps, or any way that the Gov­
ernment asks it. -

"Explain to the people you meet 
that every penny they give or loan 
towards the prosecution of the" war 
should be charged and figured as an 
insurance policy for yourself, your 
children, and your property. "What 
would happen to you and your fam-" 
ily if the enemy wins? 

"While the country has done won­
derfully well under the circumstanc 
es, morethan half of the people^ are 
asleep. They don't realize the dan­
ger they are in, and it's your duty 
to wake them up. 

"Send me the nante and address 
of any person that does or says any­
thing against our Government. I 
wiH report ;t to ths-Buieau-ef Jus­
tice and your name will not appear 
in the case unless you wish it to. 

"Don't wait until you catch some 
fellow putting a bomb under a fac­
tory. Send in the name of the fel­
low that criticises everything the 
Government does, the fellow that 
does not believe in conservation of 
food, or military training, thinks our 
soldiers ought to be kept at home. 
That's the man we want to know 

Give us his name and 
the Bureau of Justice will do the rest 

"Report every Hotel or Restau­
rant man that is contemptible en­
ough to serve meat on Tuesday, or 
wheat on Wednesday. 

"Don't allow the false impression 
that the enemy is whipped, take root 
in the minds of the people in your 
territory—he is a long ways from 
being whipped. We are going to 
whip him, but it's a big job. We 
must send every available soldier to 
France at the earliest possible mo­
ment. You know the old saying ab­
out a stitch in time. They say the 
fight is 3000 miles away, that's near 
enough. Let's meet the enemy where 
he is now,' and not let him get any 
closer.
