A Lesson Given by Frederick William 

III. to Hia Steward. 
Kins Frederick William III . of Prus­

sia was a man of few words. AVhnt-
ever ho had to say was always brief 
and to the point,, as the following anec­
dote from a foreign journal shows: 

The ItluK, who was accustomed lo 
Interest himself In all the details of 
court miiuagement, ordered his stew­
ard to tnku sper-lnl pains to see tha t nil 
the carriages were amply supplied 
with food and drink whenever they 
left for a journey of a day or so, but 
It sometime!) happened that the stew­
ard dispatched the drivers without tiny 
toad, giving them u coin, perhaps, to 
buy what they wanted. That usually 
meant that the driver went hungry, <Js 
lie did not have much'opportunity to 
leave his horses and dine at a restau­
rant. 

At lengtu the king became aware of 
his steward's failure to carry out his 
orders and awaited the next opportu­
nity to bring the fact to his attention. 
H e had not long to wait. T h a t night 
the king stopped his coachman tls lie 
entered the courtyard anu upon inquiry 
found that tlie man had hud nothing to 
eat since breakfast. H,e held out » 
dollar hi, his hand that tile-steward had 
given him to buy food with. Without :i 
word (he Icing took the dollar. 

He went Into the castle and SUKI 
muued the steward.
