Harry Lamphear, aged about 30, 
a conductor living in South Meadow 
street, Watertown, lost his life, and 
Fred Bennett a ,' brakeman also of 
the same street in Watertown, was 
more or less seriously injured when

Mr. Ives yesterday brought to this 
village what is probably the first lot 
of-hew sugar offered the present 
season. 

Peter Charlston, who operates 
the Maxfield farm on the May road 
a few miles from this village, is 
also one of the first sugar makers 
in the North Country this season. 
He took advantage of the springlike 
weather Monday and tapped >his 
large sugar bush, About four inch­
es of sap was in the buckets when 
they were collected. The cold snap 
yesterday, however, is likely to do 
away with all hopes of an immedi­
ate run of sap. 

-STATE BUYS LAND. 

M. V. B. Ives, who operates 
two sections of west: bound freight | large sugar bush above Potsdam 
twenty-four crashed in a rear end 
collision in the northern end of the 
New York Central yards ;here about 
7:30 yesterday morning. Two ca­
booses were wrecked and burned, an 
engine was somewhat damaged and 
traffic was blocked for several hours. 
The accident occurred between the 
Cherry street crossing and the Sis-
sonville crossing at "axpoint where 
several other accidents- of a similar 
nature nave occurred.

• of continuous service, the crew was 
ordered to-cut out their train in the 
local yards and make for Norwood 
Engine 3764 -in charge' of Eugene 

\ Clunen. of Watertown and Condue-
J tor Mousell, also of that city, were 
/ ordered up from Norwood with three 

brakemen to take the train, west. . 
The 3754, one of the largest en­

gines on the local division, left Nor­
wood shortly after "number 24. In 
order to shove the caboose behind 
the waiting train a t Potsdam the 
caboose with the train crew in it 
was pushed ahead of the1 engine. 

Just west of the Sissonville turn 
'the railroad makes a sharp bend to 
the left.

The crew of the second train 
P'Vked themselves up from the snow 
and boulders at the side of the 
trnck and heard Bennett groaning 
where he had fallen clear of the 
wreck..

Town Clerk Fred E. Baum has 
received a large supply of dog lic­
ences for dog owners applying for 
1918 licenses. "All dogs must be li­
censed by March 1, or the owners 
will be prosecuted, according to the 
law which accompanies the tags. 
The 1918 tags are practically the' 
same as last year's design. The li­
cense costs $2 for each male dog, 
$3 for each female dog, and $20 for 
a kennel of pure-bred dogs, or such 
sum not in excess of $20 as will eq­
ual $2 for each dog over six months 
old kept in such kennel. An extra 
charge of 25 cents must be paid the 
town clerk as a registration fee in 
addition to the license fee. The li­
censes are good for one year.

The pro 
gram will be completed by April 1, 
it is expected, and one of its princi­
pal features is to produce the maxi­
mum capacity of the mines under 
pressure through the spring and the 
summer months, shipping the coa! 
all of the time as rapidly as possible 
to the various parts" of the country. 

The various county and city ad­
ministrators throughout the country 
' t is said will be required to ascer­
tain from the dealers under the jur­
isdiction the probable amount of 
coal that will be required next win­
ter and then to cause that amount 
»f coal to be shinned in. Both anth-
Taeite and bituminous operators 
have signified their willingness to 
aid in- every way possible. ' 

The system is similar to'that han 
•"od bv the mines before the war 
The amounts used in each communi­
ty will not vary much except for the 
oTowth of population and industrv. 
which can be estimated. Each deal 
»r is prenared to give-almost exact 
•"nformation as to the amount of 
-oal required for next winter and if 
'he coal is shipped in during the 
cummer months, possibility of stiff-
Ting from lack of coal next winter 
will bo eliminated.

Urges Representative of Game As­
sociation in Farmers'- Week 

Address. 

A vigorous "denunciation of any 
attempt to let down the bars now 
protecting the wild game of the 
nation was contained in an address 
delivered at a farmers* week meeting 
at Cornell university by E. A. 
Quarles, director of the department 
of game breeding and preserving of 
"the American game protective asso­
ciation of New York. 

Efforts toward a let-down in the 
protection of game, he declared are 
being engineered by commercial 
dealers in game and not by patriots 
who seek to aid the food situation 
by opening up the game of the coun 
try to all comers at all times. Also 
some large hotels long for a retum"| 
to the "good old days" when thev 
could cater to the appetites of epi­
cures with game furnished them by 
dealers who maintained an army of 
shooters from coast to coast. 

American game, he declared, was 
tottering on the verge of extinction 
until real sportsmen and other lov­
ers of wild life demanded and se­
cured the passage of laws forbidding 
the sale of game.
