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Y. H. C A. WORK IN RUSSIA 

SON OF BISHOP WILSON P.* 
LEWIS WHITES. 

His Father A Native of Russell and 
Well Known In This Section. 

Bishop Wilson S. Lewis . of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church is well 
known to a .large number of resi­
dents of this, section. He is a na­
tive of Russell and was the speaker 
on, the dedication of the Knox Mem­
orial High School there. His son; 
James H. Lewis is now engaged in 
Y. M. C. A. work in Russia, the fol­
lowing being extracts from his let­
ters: 

"We can get nothing in the line 
of sweets here except \a sickening 
tea and vile coffee, no chocolate. aL\ 
all. I did manage to get a tiny cake 
of fair chocolate for which I paid 
the equivalent of one dollar twenty-
five cents. I believe to all intents 

"and purposes Russia is out of the 
war for good. The troops are dis­
gusted; they hate the government 
and they have not enough food. At 
the front the meals are breakfast— 
tea and black bread; lunch—soup; 
dinner'—soup and black bread. You 
can't keep an army on that fare 
long. The whole country ,is in a dis 
organized,1 disintegrated state. It 
is not surprising — only natural. 
Here in Petrograd there is daily ex­
pectation of an uprising. It will 
come soon. The streets are lined 
for two blocks in each little section 
with men and women waiting their 
turn to buy their daily half pound of 
black bread and their allotment of 
milk and kerosene. I saw a line in 
the Nevsky Prospect a couple of 
days ago and found people buying 
shoes under the protection of sold­
iers. You see even soldiers who 
have no shoes on their feet, only 
bundles of straw mat bound with 
rags. 

Toward afternoon we came into 
the war zone. This is a great town 
filled with wounded soldiers. At one 
place on our way to Minsk, we were 
just two days from Berlin in peace 
times, but it is a lot further than 
that now. I am about 15 miles back 
of the lines and have general serv­
ice at all the camps, just a little 
while ago, the Boches fired a bunch 
of gas shells and killed over a thou­
sand men. I wish I could write 
more fully of conditions here. I 
cannot watch these people in their

tise . the entertainment, a group or 
an organization may give any am­
ount it pleases of the proceeds of an 

.entertainment to the Red Cross. TJje 
idea seems to be tfyat wherever the 
"Red Cross is used the affair should 
be immediately responsible to the 
Red Cross officials, and all proceeds 
should go to the Red Cross organi­
zation."

This form and ap­
plication blanks may be obtained 
from the offices mentioned above or 
from the U. S. Civil Service Commis 
sion at Washington, D. C. Appli­
cations shduld be forwarded to the 
Commission at Washington at the 
earliest practicable date. 

The vacancy for which this exam 
ination is announced is caused by 
the enlistment of the carrier form­
erly employed on the route. Upon 
his honorable discharge from mili­
tary service of the Government he 
will be entitled to reinstatement to 
his formei-jipositio'n as carrier on this 
route *irr*accordance with the statute 
approved July 28, 1916. .
