Five Men Are Under Arrest At 
Plattsburgh. 

Otto Sensing, Richard derrick. 
Oeorge LeiWg, Richard Haden, and 
Oscar Shark, aged respectively 32, 
23, 37, 22, and 24 years, all of Ger­
man birth, are in the Plattsburg 
jail on telegraphic warrant from 
President Wilson, charged with 
tearing down from a flagstaff and 
mutilating the United States flag, 
and in its place flying an improvised 
German flag, made up of a bath to­
wel, two red bandanas and a black 
silk handkerchief, arranged so as 
to represent- the—German colors. 

The men were arrested at Oheev-
«r, Essex county. The offense was 
committed last week at Cheever, 
the German emblem at the top of 
the flag pole and the mutilated Am­
erican flag being first noticed early 
in iihe morning. Secret Service men 
among them Wm, A. Hennessey of 
Plattsburg, have been diligently and 
quietly at work and at length locat 
ed the suspected (parties. The ar­
rest in Cheever was made by Depu­
ty Sheriff Heading of Port Henry.

Hydro-Electric Commission. 

Senator Thompson has introduc­
ed a bill in the Legislature provid­
ing for the formation of a hydro­
electric commission to govern the 
development of hydro-electrie power 
in the State of New York.
