PAMPERING PRISONERS. 

Mr. George Havens Putnam has 
advanced a proposition, which has 
met with some slight approval, to 
the effect that the German prison­

e r s now in the hands of France and 
England should be brought to this 
country, the grounds for such a plan 
being that America is better able to 
feed and care for these men thar. 
»re the struggling nations abroad. 

This may be, so, but the scheme as 
a -w*ote te utterly abhorent."" These 
Cterman prisoners are the sanje. men/ 
who ravaged Belgium and France/ 
who committed every horror thats. 
brutal and bestial minds could con­
ceive, who outraged helpless girls, 
who crucified wounded soldiers, who 
murdered the aged and infirm, who 
impaIed''ba'b'e's"'o'ri"'the" points of their 
bayonets, who" wantonly destroyed 
churches, temples and orchards, and 
who deliberately and with 'premidi-
tation violated every law of God and 
'man. These brutes, if brought to 
our shores, would receive a consid" 
eration from our easv-coing senti­
mentalists which would result in 
most of them electino- to remain 
here after the war. Bv no possible 
species of regeneration can such 
scum ever be made fit for American 
citizenshirj, and yet every privilege 
would he accorded to them and ev­
ery facilitv • given them to corrupt 
our citizenship, and to prosper in so 
doing. A proposition to add these 
men to our population is thoroughly 
vicious and no sane and patriotic 
American who cares for the future 
of th's countrv could ..entertain it for 
a moment. They are not wanted 
here, or anvwhere else on earth 
where civilization or decency pre­
vails, and the onlv possible service 
they can ever render to -mankind is 
in their enforced labor in the restor­
ation of the despoiled lands of Bel­
gium and France.

| In a time of such overwhelming 
1 national danger as the present, it 
j might be thought by some that

But whether for weal or 
for woe American generally cannot 
seem to vet regard the crisis with 
that single minded un-'tv and deter­
mination with which rhesL^ill late1-
approach it. So we see a l l o ^ r the 
country a variety of politics' stilt Nbe-
ing played and those who are giving-
their attention to such matters re­
gard themselves as amply justified. 
In this State we find many small 
squabbles attracting more or less at­
tention, registration for women, im­
aginary, woes of the farmers, Gov. 
Whitman's ambitions and the fitness 
of Charlie Betts being items which 
enter strongly into the news of the 
day. And it is barely possible that 
such events have their uses provided 
always that they are not allowed to 
interfere with the one and only duty 
of Americans—the duty of winning 
this war.

PHYSICAL FITNESS. 

Young men of the country are 
demonstrating their physical fitness 
in the conscription examinations. 
The St. Lawrence County news page 
of The Times has contained two 
news stories during the past week, 
which might indicate that the .youth 
in the country and in the villages, 
are up to a high standard of physi­
cal endowment. In the Potsdam 
draft district 61 men were examined 
by the physicians and the entire 
number were found physically fit. 
Another series of 75 men was exara 
ined and of that number only four 
were rejected. This is a remarka­
ble showing in view of the fact that 
our own Watertown district hoard 
has reported rejections to the extern 
of from 25 to 33 1-3 per cent of the 
men examined. This percentage 
may be lowered' as the physical re­
quirements are rejected. 

Outdoor life probably accounts 
for the low percentages of rejections 
in St. Lawrence county. Many of 
the men come from the woods coun­
try of farther St. Lawrence county, 
but these figures indicate that the 
men who come from the farms are 
also found to be better fitted for 
military service than those who 
come from the centers of population
