If it is your luck to go over 
the top to drive that Kaiser and all 
for which he stands back into the 
hell from which he sprung, raise 
your, eyes to Heaven and pray that 
he may s tay there forever and be 
damned!" 

Andrew J. Hanmer spoke for the 
Exemption Board and reminded the 
men that while they went to fight in 
a righteous cause, they had been se­
lected in a righteous way.

What makeT~a~farmer more dis­

couraged than to go to town and see 
ten or fifteen men standing around 
and-offer them $2.60 or ?3.00 aday 
and board, and to be told they are 
very busy—just going to work for 
someone else and th'e'y go on loafing 
while crops are spoiling for want 
of help. And where can you get 
anyone to help cut wood? 

It was amusing, if it hadn't been 
almost tragic, when our Fuel Com­
mittee ordered the1 farmers to cut 
wood for themselves' for npxt year, 
for themselves and their town neigh 
bors while many of these neighbors 
roam the streets doing nothing. You 
see there are plenty of other people 
to scold and we women are very 
weary of i t arid want a rest. 

We know that every woman must 
do her own cooking or very careful­
ly supervise it. We-know all these 
changes make more work, but we 
are ready for it. . We know our men 
and children must be in a condition 
to do good work and a lot of it. They 
must be in their highest state of 
efficiency and if they are they must 
be well and bountifully fed. We 
have enough to do with even tho' 
the materials may not be so fine, 
and it means more work and care­
ful planning and management. It 
means a combination of old and new 
\fashioned foods. Nothing is more 
yreleome to a woman than a new and 
palatable recipe. Try this some 
wheatless day: 

1 cup cooked oatflake, 1 cup flour, 
1 teaspoon fat, 1 teaspoon salt, 1 
cup sweet milk, ? teaspoons baking 
powder. „ Bake in patty tins in a hot 
oven) 

HeVe is an ol3"fashioned desert: 
A boiled Indian meal pudding: - 1 
CUD sour milk, 1 cup Indian meal. 
1-2 cup raisins or dried berries, 1 
teaspoon soda and-a little salt. Put 
this into\ a clean salt bag, tie loosely 
and_,boil With boiling meat or boiled 
dinner. Eat with sugar, and cream. 

Baked Indian meal pudding. Scald 
one cup "Indian meal in one pint' of 
boiling water, add one pint milk, 
1-2 cup raisins, 1-2 cup sugar and 
one e g g well beaten. Bake .slowly 
for one hour. 

Graham Suet Pudding. 1 cup of 
suet chopped fine. - 1 cup sugar, 1-2 
cup molasses, 1 small teasnoonfnl 
each of cloves, cinnamon arid nut­
meg, 2 cups-sour milk, 4 cups gra­
ham flour, 2 teaspoons soda. Steam 
two hours and serve with any kind 
of pudding sauce. This pudding can 
be kept for days in cold weather, 
and is imnroved by steaming over 
for 15 or 20 minutes. 

Three corn starch puddings for 
wheatless- days: Make a plain corn 
starch pudding, then add 1-2 cup of 
walnuts chooned fine, serve with 
cream. If the cream- is* not handy, 
make a custard of 1 cup of milk, 2 
tablespoons suear and yolk of 1 see. 
To make another corn starch^ pud­
ding, add to 1 pint of corn/starch 
pudding while hot two tablespoons 
full of melted chocolate, beat until 
smooth, cool and serve with cream. 
Another—nut a laver of warm pud-
dine in a dish, cover with sliced ba­
nanas, another layer of pudding and 
then tot> with bananas and cover 
with whipped cream. Serve' .cold. 
When corn starch is served cold, it 
should he made thinner. 

Corn starch cake. 1 cup sugar* 1 
cup milk or water, 1 egg and 2 tab­
lespoons melted fat, 1 and 1-2 cups 
corn starch, 1-2 cup flour, 2 teas­
poons good baking powder, salt and-
seasoning. Beat sugar, e g g and fat 
together, add the milkj sift flour, 
baking powder and starch together, 
beat i t all together well and bake 
carefully in moderately hot oven. 

_ Here is a honey pudding. 3 table­
spoons honey, 3 tablespoons corn­
starch, 3 tablesnoong peanut butter, 
2 cups milk. Make the same as any 
corn starch pudding.
