It became known here today that 

a plan has been presented to the 
Legislative Co^tmttSeT~5*»-Albany 
having the_/tuberculosis /^ho^ial 
matter for SKl&wi'tuiue- "Upui 
charge, byV Which several n>t£Wrn 
counties mig\t combine on a hospi­
tal effecting a considerable saving 
to each and at the same time mak­
ing possible one central institution 
•with equipment and a staff of phy­
sicians and nurses far superior to 
anything that each single, county 
might be able to afford.' 

According to advices received 
here, the three northern counties of 
Clinton, Franklin, and St. Lawrence 
are desirous of embarking on such 
a scheme. An amendment to the 
law would be necessary, ss it now 
provides that each county having 
over a specified population shall 
maintain a hospital of its own. Such 
an amendment, will, it is. believed, 
be presented to the Legislature 
soen. • . 

The hospital matter for this coun 
ty is now up to the commission con­
sisting of Lieut. Governor Schoeneck 
Speaker Sweet and representatives 
of the state health department. It 
is understood that "they are agreea­
ble to the new proposition. 

It is also understood that Lewis 
county is anxious to come in on the 
question, but just how this could be 
arranged geographically does not 
appear. 

The proposition has not progress­
ed far enough to give serious consid 
eration to a-site as yet, but it would 
undoubtedly be one central to all 
three counties.

Norwood, March 6.— With five 
fires raging at one time, this village 
Sunday afternoon narrowly escaped 
a serious conflagration. As it was 
one of the principal business blocks 
of the town has been destroyed in i 
the loss of the Jacobson building j 
and damage done to other structures 
totalling "probably $40,000 in all. 
The losses are: 

Jacobson block and stock, com­
pletely destroyed, $34,000. 

Hesselgrave and McPherson gro­
cery stock, $500. 

Atlantic and Pacific Tea Company 
stock $200. 

Holbrook block, in which A. & P. 
Company was located, $500. 

Gage Livery barn, roof burned off, 
$150. ' 

The fire started in the Jacobson 
block on the eastern side of Main 
street near the ' Congregational 
church, probably from an over heat 
ed fupiace about 3 o'clock. Four 
families living upstairs .had to hur­
ry from the building, so nercely did 
the blaze spread. By the time the 
alarm was sounded and the Norwood 
department, under Chief Shenard. 
arrived, the building was ablaze 
from cellar to^roof. Chief Shepard 
ran five lines of hose onto the Maz­
ing building. 

To the north of the burning store 
stands, the Holbrook block, occupied 
hv the Atlantic and Pacific Tea Co.'s 
store. This took 'fiTe but was extin­
guished. The brick construction, fa 
voring the work of the firemen. 

To the south of the Jacobson 
block is located the Fletcher block 

[with Hesselgrave and McPherson's 
grocery. This was afire, alsb but 
was extinguished through the hard­
est kind of work bv the firemen.'-«. 

A good hreeze was blowing frdm 
the'northwest and brands" were car­
ried from the fire all over the south 
ern part of the villace. The roof of 
the livery barns in Mechanic street. 
formerly owned bv the Donahue L'v 
ery,onow the pronerty of Mr. Gage 
of the Witney House, caught fire. 
The blaze had a good start when 
discovered and there was some de­
lay while hose was brought from the 
scene" of the main conflagration. 
Frozen connection in a Main hamper 
ed the department, but the bam was 
saved, only the roof being burned. 

Another burning bjind lit op the 
residence of Guy Sawver invPine St. 
southeast of the railroad station, 
and there was some daniagetO the 
roof before, the blaze was gotten un­
der control. 

With the five fires on their hands 
at once, thines looked serious, and 
Chief Shenard sent in a call for 
help to Norfolk. Norfolk firemen

did eood service. 

Toward the end of the fire the 
walls of the Jacobson building co'-
'aosed. that on the north side fe" 
into the Holbrook buildine, carrvinc 
not a section of wall of the Ho'-
hrook block about 9 bv 15 feet.

College Paper Does Not Favor Thej 
Resumption of Athletic j 

Relations. ] 

But Five Divisions Now Receive 
Sums In This District. 

The Hill News, of St. Lawrence 
says editorially: 

"The Hill News is absolutely op­
posed to resuming athletic relations 
with Clarkson. Setting aside all 
reminiscences of the remote past, 
let us consider the present objec­
tions to such a step. Briefly they 
are as follows: '' 

"Though we do not venture to 
duestion the eligibility rules of 
Clarkson, it is certain that they have 
in several instances played men on 
their teams for six or seven years; 
and it is further certain that many 
of the institutions with whom we 
nlay games are averse to playing 
Clarkson. 

Second, although the present pe­
titions relate to basketball only, 
playing Clarkson in basketball would 
in all probability involve the resumn 
tion of relations in all branches of 
athletics. It would not be easy to 
maintain any limitation. This "would 
mean that our teams would be com­
pelled to play in Potsdam on a fie'd 
quite unsuited to the holding of col-
'ege athletic contests. The field in 
question, located on the fair ground 
is rough, stony, and often extremelv 
muddy; and worst of all, so.situated 
that it is practically jnvpSs'sible to 
police the grounds properly and to 
keen the crowds from swarming ov­
er the field. . . . 

Third. PUiying Clarkson seems to 
have, the inevitable result of divid­
ing this part of thecountry into two 
hostile camps, tending to create a 
very undesirable state of ill feeling. 
So much is obvious today. But this 
is not a new idea; it was a scheme 
which was patiently tried out for 
vears. Plan after plan was devised 
by which the contests might be held 
without undue friction, but thev all 
rvroved futile, and the only effective 
solution found was"the cessation of 
athletic relations. The towns are so 
near together that intense rivalry is 
stirred up very quickly; this .feeling 
goes far beyond the schools them­
selves, and the past has made it plain 
that discreditable classes cannot be 
avoided. 

At present the ranks of the upper 
classmen, as all know, are seriously 
depleted. They are the men who 
are besfc acquainted with conditions, 
and it ;s hevond question that had 
we 'a normally large uppprclassman 
group, ^his,' question would never 
have been brought up, since the fu­
tility of such a step was fully dem­
onstrated ip 19lfi, when the student 
body in Thelomathesion meeting de­
cided not even to take action en the 
matter."

Commissioner Finley who advanc 
ed the main argument for the reten­
tion of the features of the law, and 
others who snoke favorably for it, 
were united in declaring that thp 
law had not been giyen «_filJr-*r!al. 
that a year was .not long enough, 
and that while the law had defects, 
the principle of it was sound and it 
should not be destroyed by a flat 
Repeal. , _ 

"Correct the defects by amend­
ment, don't destroy it," was the 
crux of their arguments. 

Assemblyman Louis M. Martin, 
introducer of the bill for repeal led 
the farmers in their arguments and 
Commissioner Finley led the propo­
nents of the law. 

Superintendent Blood of St. Law­
rence county said "the law had 
great big principles underlying the 
law, which should be maintained and 
not lost sight of. Those who want 
this law repealed are holding .the 
almighty American dollar so close 
to their eyes that it has been ob­
scuring their vision." 

Assemblyman Martin, of Clinton-
Oneida county, opened for the farm­
ers, in a bitter arraignment of the 
law. Addressing himself to the 
commissioner as well as to member 
of the committee he said: 

"There must be something wronf 
with this law when aft- these" neople, 
whom it was supposed to benefit, -are 
coming here to protest atrainst it.
