Delays Are Dangerous Because .of 
Transportation' Problems. 

Now is the tinie to begin prepara­
tions for the .spring garden drive. 
A plan of the garden should be-
made.. This should, provide for a 
continuous supply _pf a,variety of 
vegetables throughout • the entire 
summer, and if. sufficient 'ground is 
available a surplus for canning and 
winter storing. As garden seed 
will be scarce' this year, the New 
York State College of Agriculture 
says to Use any good seed that has 
lieen carried over. But before de­
ciding to use old .seed, make a sprout 
ing or vitality test by placing a 
sample between -two moist blotters 
•in a warm room. After the garden 
plan has been made and the old seed 
tested,' the entire seed order 'should 
be made out and sent in so as to in­
sure prompt receipt which will • be 
impossible if ordered during spring 
rush. 

If there is not enough ground for 
a garden, look around for a good 
site and arrange to get the use of it, 
to be Teady when spring comes. Al­
so start early vegetable plants in a' 
few weeks or arrange to have them 
grown by a local market gardener 
or florist. 

The vegetables to be raised next 
summer will replace wheat, meat, 
and other fqods-which can be ship­
ped .to American soldiers and allies. 
Furthermore, vegetable gardens rep 
re'sent the'saving of,'spare minutes, 
healthful exercise in the .open air, 
and a saving of living .costs-that will 
make more money available for in-

,vestment in, war savings\stamps and 
Liberty Bonds.
