HALF A CENTURY AGO, 

NO OFFENSE. 

In Toronto, Canada* the veterans 
of European battle fields' who re­
membered the Lusitania, would not 
bring themselves- to listen to the 
pious exhortations of Bryan and so 
promptly . howled him down. Some 
few very polite Canadians^ liave ex­
pressed regret at' this very natural 
expression of patriotic .feeling, pos­
sibly feeling, possibly thinking, t a p 
i t might give some offense to their* 
neighbors on thisXside of the Une. 
But they can be assured that,- any 
such fears are entireIy~~groundless. 
We in the United States also ' re­
member Bryan's attitude at the time 
of the Lusitania tragedy as well as 
thereafter and before. The Toronto 
veterans may accept renewed assur­
ances of our distinguished consider­
ation and respect. 

RESTORE THE CONVENTIONS. 

Senator Newton, as chairman of 
a special committee appointed to in­
vestigate our direct primary law, 
lias, as a result of his inquiries, in­
troduced a bill in the State Legisla­
ture which restores the principle of 
the party convention. The commit­
tee report says: 

"It must be assumed that voters, 
when thev voluntarily affiliate them­
selves with a political party, are 
doing so because they are in sympa­
thy with the aims of the pajty with 
which they enroll. The.present elec­
tion law provides that the candidates 
of these enrolled voters shall be 
'nominated by a plurality of those 
participating in a primary- election, 
but it provides no method whereby 
these groups of voters may assem­
ble to declare their purposes to all 
the voters. That right to assemble, 
of course, cannot be constitutionally 
denied, but it is physically impossi­
ble for six hundred thousand individ_ 
uals to assemble. The only method" 
of assemblage which they have there 
fore is through elected renresenta-
tives. We propose an amendment 

•' to the election law which will pro­
vide for the election of such an as­
semblage of each political party in 
the State, that each may make man­
ifest, after consultation and delib­
eration, what its aims are, and at 
such meeting or convention, propose 
candidates in support of such aims. 
Every member of a political party, 
and ever}' citizen, should know what 
are the purposes and principles of 
the parties existing in this State. 
No such' purpose can be ' established 
by any direct action at a Primary. 
It can only be made, clear by a-Con­
vention of representatives chosen at 
a direct primary in which all of the 
enrolled voters of each partv will 
have the right to participate." 

This is concise and to the point. 
No better system has ever been con­
ceived, than the one devised by our 
forefathers for a representative 
form _ of government. The conven­
tion is the concrete, orderly expres­
sion of party principle and proced­
ure. The pure direct primary is the 

"chaotic, mob principle—tcumh'ersome, 
expensive, and productive of little 
good. The many unkind things that 
were said of the direct primaries at 
the time of their inception have been 
so thoroughly augmented and borne 
out by the progress of, time that 
their opponents may now tolerantly 
overlook this opportunity to say 
"I told you so." 

The Senate is now apparently in 
the frame of mind to pass this bill 
restoring the old convention for 
state and judicial nominations, and,

Editor Courier arid Freeman: 
I am pleased to notice in a recent 

issue of the Courier and Freeman, 
the letters from Charley Chandler 
of California and I desire to thank 
him • for the unsolicited expression. 
Charley Chandler is one of our St. 
Lawrence County boys who started 
from the bottom and has made good. 
He will class favorably with such 
men as Hon. A. B. Hepburn, Hon. 
Thomas Spratt, Irving . Bacheller, 
Dr. Madill, Geo. H. Alien and others 
whom I might name in the town of 
Potsdam, but it is not good policy 
to specialize from one's home town. 

I commenced this letter to write 
about the robins going north. I as­
sume it will be good news for the 
people upstate who have been suf­
fering with the cold and the short­
age of fuel, to know that the robins 
are on their way back. 1 think I 
have explained in a former letter 
that the robins come here from the 
north usually sometime in the month 
of December. They are still going 
south" when.they reach here. They 
remain only a short time and then 
they pass on: They are always in 
large numbers and -seem .to be in 
good ^condition. Usually about the 
first" of March they make their ap­
pearance with us again and.this time 
they are on their way north. The" 
remain about one week and then al! 
disappear and. this country see* no 
more of them during the entire year. 
They are wonderfully quiet while 
they are., here, never sing that old 
song we love so well which -has been 
the subject to several interpreta­
tions, one of which is as follows:— 
"Kill him, cure him, give him phy­
sic." and my mother's interpretation 
was: "Willipte .Wallop the long Ic-jr-
ged trolop." Subject to any inter­
pretation it is a good old soifg and 
we always enjoy it. Unlike the 
victrola productions one never tire? 
of it and like the doxology ws'are 
always glad to hear it. 

The question has often occur­
red to me from what section of the 
north do these birds come?. Our 
Grove Superintendent told me of a 
case that came, to his notice a good 
many years ago when he was ehgac 
ed on a peach orchard up in the vi­
cinity of Lake Ontario. In the ear­
ly spring when the first robins made 
their appearance there was one bird 
that failed up and . came to the 
ground near where he was working. 
He saw there was some 'mark on 
one of its legs and on investigation 
he found it was a very light metal 
brand and it bore the address of a 
man"in Arcadia, Florida. They, wrote 
the man and his' letter in answer ex 
plained that he had caught & robin 
in a box trap he had set for quail. 
The-bird.was-not hurt and the man 
being-in'the fancy poultry business. 
had some of those metal bands, and 
cutting one down to $t the leg of 
the bird has fastened it on and-let 
it go, giving the date on which the 
bird was banded proved that it had 
made quite good time to the shores 
of Lake Ontario. 

Judging from this it may be pos­
sible that some of the robins which 
have camped in our orange groves 
for the past week may be the ones 
which were pulling worms out of our 
lawn in Potsdam last summer. They 
were here by the thousands yester­
day but there is not one to be found 
this morning. They have all gone 
north to make .their nests, sing 
their old songs and gladden the 
hearts of the long suffering people. 
\r*y the good Lord who takes no-. 

.tice of even the falling of the spar­
row, speed and protect them. 

It gives me great pleasure .to note 
here that • the Hon. Thomas Spratt, 
wife and daughter, who are now stop 
ping at the Hotel Indian River, 
made us a long call' yesterday after­
noon. The day was perfect and as 
we sat on my front porch watching 
the robins which come to take their 
Sunday bath in the little concrete 
fountain basin directly in front of 
the porch—and" which by the way we 
have just had installed for the es­
pecial use of the birds). At times 
there would be as many as 25 rob­
ins gathered in and around that basin 
and MM. Spratt remarked tha t 4 * 
had been at Palm Beach and had 
seen a great many pretty sights'" In 
Florida, but had never seen anything 
that pleased her so much, as that. I 

I felt that the robins had done me 
a special favor to be here just nC 
time to entertain these distinguish­
ed visitors, and if they do pull off' 
some of the garden raspberries next 
summer I will not chastise them.
