That is from falling asleep. Several 
times I did find myself pretty, close 
to a ditch before I came to. We 
were out about a week and then 
came back to our base. What I 
have seen thus far of the war has 
been from an observer's view point. 
That is I have never seen the actual 
fighting. I have, however, seen the 
results and on a battlefield a fewj 
days after. That is sufficient with' 
a little imagination to give any 
one an idea of what the real thing 
is, and the suffering and privation 
some of these poor men undergo. 

The people at home are very kind 
to write and ask about me so often. 
The only thing that bothers me is 
the thought of when will I get home. 
I hate to miss these years with 
mother and father and all the others 
because -it may mean years and it 
may mean an entire change in hiy 
life, but here again the selfish view­
point. How hard it is for we Am? 
ericans to lose sight of our individ­
uality and fight as a whole with on­
ly thought for the nation. I am af­
raid it will take many years to make 
us what we should be and what is 
necessary to prosecute a war of this 
size.
