26 occurred the dea th 
of William Lindsay, a life long and 
respected res ident of t h e town. His 
funeral was held a t his la te home on 
Thursday, Rev. F . J . Fulton of t h e 
M. B . Church officiating. Mr. Lind­
s a y was a member of High Fal ls 
Lodge No. 428 of Colton and was 
buried with Masonic honors. A l a r g e 
delegation of Masons a t t ended , ' t he 
funeral and performed the last . sad 
r i t e s for an honored brother. Burial 
w a s in Pleasant Mound cemetery a t 
Colton. Mr. Lindsay was 78 years 
of a g e and h i s early life was spent 

. in this village. Forty-five years ago 
wi th his family he occupied the r e s ­
idence, now owned and occupied by 
F r e d Wilson. Some t ime after this 
he removed t o Higley Fal ls and l a t ­
er t o South Colton. • H e was a vet-, 
eran of the civil war, a member of 
the 92nd regiment from which he 
was honorably discharged. While 
in t h e service of his country he w a s 
token prisoner and spent 18 months 
in Andersonville. Beside, his wife 
he i s survived by two sons^ and one 
daughter W. El and G. A. Lindsay of 
South Colton fend Mrs. Soiithworth 
Of Tupper Lak?, who have ^he sym­
p a t h y of Colton"friends in their be­
reavement.
