I t looks like a clear case of high­
way robbery. Mr. Tharrett is very 
badly bruised about the fade, evi­
dently being hit with some weapon. 
He was robbed of $60 in bills and 
some silver. His horse was found 
at his home out by"the barn, with 
the saddle still on the 'horse, show­
ing it had evidently been driven 
hard, as he was still heated from 
exercise. 

Mr. . Tharrett evidently Wandered 
kome after, the trouble and was en­
tirely out of his right mind when 
he .arrived at 5 a. m. Blood was on 
the saddle in several places, and a 
handkerchief' was found in his pock-
ea" saturated with blood 'and this 
same handkerchief had been wet 
thoroughly with some liquid, proba­
bly some anaesthetic.

expected during the coming season.

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COAL WILL 
BE CHEAPER 

REDUCTION OF THIRTY CENTS 
A TON IS ORDERED FOR 

FIVE MONTHS. 

Consumer Urged To Buy As Fast 
A s The Dealers Can Distribute 
The Goods. 

Announcement was made" last 
week by the United States Fuel Ad­
ministration that there would be a 
reduction of 30 cent a ton on anthra­
cite coal beginning April 1 and con­
tinuing until September 1. Retail 
priees will run from eight to ten dol 
lars a ton .according to the locality 
and transportation difficulties. 

Whatever the price of coal may be 
io consumers April 1, the methods 
of distribution will be different from 
that heretofore pursued. The plan 
under contein-plation at the present 
time is that all domestic consumers 
be urged to take in coal during the 
summer months as rapidly as the 
dealers can get anX distribute it. In 
order that no one may get an ad­
vantage over another, those who are 
willing to take in coal w|ll each get 
the\r portion of the coal which is re­
ceived for distribution. ,,.Under this 
method no particular set of\people 
will be able to have their bins tilled 
at one time, but all will get their 
share of the distribution. However, 
no consumer w i l l in any event be 
permitted to take in more coal than 
it has been customary for him to re­
ceive in the past. 

Domestic consumers will "have the 
first right to deliveries of anthra­
cite and consequently no public 
buildings, no blocks and no churches 
will receive more than necessary for 
their immediate requirements until 
the demand for domestic consump­
tion has been satisfied. 

Only by storing during the' sumf 
raer months the greatest possible 
amount of anthracite and bitumin-, 

/oils coal -at ultimate points of con­
sumption, can New York State ex­
pect t o ave^t another fuel famine 
next winter,/according to the gener-

xql report made by the state fuel eon 
serration committee. 

Emphasliing the particular need 
for public-service corporations,- mu­
nicipalities and hospitals to fill their 
bins this summer the committee sug­
gests tha t county and municipal fuel 
administrators investigate the need3 
and storage facilities of their respec 
thre districts and plan for proper dis 
tributioB. 

After expressing the" conviction 
that t h e supply of coal i s no longer 
equal t o the demand, and that trans 
portatiott facilities are inadequate, 
the committee says it can .suggest 
only one remedy. That'remedy, it 
continues, is "to insist upon a stor-

. age of fuel to the greatest possible 
extent throughout the summer," 
when mining is a t its minimum the 
weather favors transportation and a 
certain amount of coal not needed 
for heating purposes is freed for 
storage. ( , 

Dr. Harry A. Garfield, fuel ad­
ministrator, discussing the price re­
duction, made this explanation: 

"It is important to note that in 
order to encourage early buying, a 
reduction will he made in the cost of 
anthracite beginning April 1. It is 
felt that this reduction will be fairer 
to the public, Inasmuch as coal is ex 
pected to be ordered in Anril in such 
quantities that it will nrove ininos-
sihle to make all deliveries during 
that month or for some time there­
after. 

"Under a sliding scale of redue-
' 'ions, it winld be difficult if not im­

possible to treat all consumers enual 
ly, even though their orders had 
huen filed uoon the same date, while 
with an average reduction extend­
ing over the entire <ie»'od, all con­
sumers are treated alike" 

A«s a check on consumers -who 
might attemnt to get more than the 
normal renulrements of coal, the re­
tail plan includes a Bvs'em of re­
ports on deliveries hv ret^'ers-Xtyer 
WH1 be prohibited from <Wvi»»ini» i" 
fxceps of the norm*' re"":™«nen^ 
«f the consumer. False certification 
»t a consumer's needs -or of a deal­
er's needs makes the offender sub-
i'-ct to a fine of IB0O0 or two years' 
imprisonment.
