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rOAL WILL 
BE CHEAPER 

REDUCTION OP THIRTY CENTS 
A TON IS ORDERED FOR 

FIVE MONTHS. 

Consumer Urged To Buy As Fast 
As The Dealers Can Distribute 
The Goods. 

Announcement was made" last 
week by the United States Fuel Ad­
ministration that there would be a 
reduction of 30 cent a ton on anthra­
cite coal beginning April 1 and con­
tinuing until September 1. Retail 
priees will run from eight to ten dol 
lars a ton .according to the locality 
and transportation difficulties. 

Whatever the price of coal may be 
io consumers April 1, the methods 
of distribution will be different from 
that heretofore pursued. The plan 
under contemplation at the present 
time is that all domestic consumers 
be urged to talce in coal during the 
summer months as rapidly as the 
dealers can get a n \ distribute it. In 
order that no one may get an ad­
vantage over another, those who are 
•(wiling to take in coal wfll each get 
the\r portion of the coal which is re­
ceived for distribution. ,..Uhder this 
method no particular set of \people 
will be able to have their bins^fllled 
at one time, but all will get their 
share of the distribution. However, 
no consumer \will in any event be 
permitted to take in more coal than 
it has been customary for him to "re­
ceive in the past. 

Domestic consumers will "have the 
first right to deliveries of anthra­
cite and consequently no public 
buildings, so blocks and no churches 
will receive more than necessary for 
their immediate requirements until 
the demand for domestic consump­
tion has been satisfied. 

Only by storing during the' sumf 
raer months the greatest possible 
amount of anthracite and bitumin-

, ons coal -at ultimate points of con­
sumption, can New York State ex­
pect to ave^t another fuel famine 
next winter,/according to the gener­

a l report made by the state fuel ton 
serration' committee. 

Emphasizing the particular need, 
for public-service corporations,- mu­
nicipalities and hospitals" to fill their 
bins this summer the committee sug­
gests that county and municipal fuel 
administrators investigate the needs 
and storage facilities of their respec 
trve districts and plan for. proper dis 
tributic*. 

After expressing the" conviction 
that the supply of coal is no longer 
equal to the demand, and that trans 
portatioit facilities are inadequate, 
the committee says it can .suggest 
only one remedy. That'remedy, it 
continues, is "to insist upon a stor-

. age of fuel' to the greatest possible 
extent throughout the summer," 
when mining is a t its minimum the 
weather favors transportation and a 
certain amount of coal not needed 
for heating purposes is freed for 
storage. 

Dr. Harry A. Garfield, fuel 'ad­
ministrator, discussing the price re­
duction, made this explanation: 

"It is important to note that in 
order to encourage early buying, a 
reduction will he made in the cost of 
anthracite beginning April 1. It is 
felt that this reduction will be fairer 
to the public, inasmuch as coal is ex 
pccted to be ordered in Anril in such 
quantities that it will nrove ininos-
slhle to make all deljver.es during 
that month or for some time there­
after. 

"Under a sliding scale of reduc­
tions, it wittld be difficult if not im­
possible to treat all consumers enual 
>y, even though their orders had 
hwn filed uDon the same date, while 
with ait average reduction extend­
ing over the entire ne*'od, all con­
sumers are treated alike"

Had Been Making His Home In 
Canada. 

Edward Castine, a resident of the 
town of Champlain, and probably the 
most noted smuggler in Northern 
New York, has tir.ed of being- a fug­
itive from justice, and recently sur­
rendered himself to the Federal au­
thorities at Albany, and was there 
taken before Judge Ray in United 
States Court, where he pleaded guil­
ty to a charge of smuggling and he 
was sentenced to thirty days in th<-
Clinton county jail and pay a fine of 
$500. 

Several years ago Castine was be­
fore the same court charged .with 
smuggling of Chinamen from Cana­
da. He then pleaded guilty and was 
sentenced "to pay a fine of $6'00 but 
before the adjournment of court his 
attorney succeeded in inducing Judge' 
Ray to reduce the fine several hund­
red dollars and this was paid." 

Castine had been out of this trou­
ble but a short time- when evidence 
was secured that he was again en­
gaged in the" smuggling of Chinamen 
across the line. Federal officials 
went to Castine's home fon- the pur­
pose of taking him into custody, but 
the smuggler beat -them to it, and 
before they could get into the house. 
the much wanted man escaped thro' 
a rear window and made his way in­
to Canada, where he has since been, 
making occasional trips at night to 
his home and thus avoiding the offi­
cers' who were constantly on watch 
for him. 

Castine finally became tired of 
this mode of. living and endeavored 
to settle the matter with the officers, 
hut was unsuccessful until last week 
when, after a conference between 
the Government officials and the at-! 
torney for the fuirltive, an arran ce­
ment was finally entered into by 
which Castine surrendered himself. 

American troops, co-operating 
with the French, have carried out 
three raids opposite the American 
sector in Lorraine. 

The Americans swept past the

flanking party found two wounded 
Germans in a dugout and took theni • 
prisoner. The Americans^ found 
none. . ' 

The Americans remained for 45 
minutes in the enemy lines. They 
found excellent concrete dugout*, 
which they blew up, and also brp«gbt 
back large quantities of materials 
and valuable" papers. "While they-
were in the enemy lines German ar­
tillery began a vigoro.us counter bar 
rage. It was quickly silenced by 
American heavy and light artillery, 
which hurled large quantities of gas 
shells on the batteries. 

The raids were carried out skill- ' 
fully and but for the fact that the 
Germans fled more prisoners doubt­
less would haye been taken. The 
American gas shells are believed to 
have caused many casualties among 
the enemy. No Americans are un­
accounted for »T 

Along the British front there has 
bpen heavy artillery firing and the 
Germans, have made several raids in 
force. At one point they occupied 
a portion of the British trenches, 
but a violent counter attack drove 
them back with heavy losses. 

In the Italian theatre heavy snow 
in the mountain area has prevented •' 
further operations. Artillery duels-
were, however, lively. , 
• Italian forces have now fully re­
covered from their, losses of the cam 
paign of last autumn and are oper­
ating in close conjunction with the 
British and French divisions. -

The German invasion of Russia is 
in full swing. One hostile .column 
at least is now meeting with some 
opposition. _ Advices, from Petrogradl , 
indicate that 100,000 workmen haye , 
enrolled in the Russian army and are 
rallying for the defense of the cap- .

In Siberia it is reported that the- • • 
ex-German war prisoners are armed .

and that throughout Siberia, Germ­
an * and Austrian prisoners of war y 
are being assisted by certain Rus-w' 
sian elements. 

PEACE TREATIES SJGNED. 

During the "ast week announce­
ment was made that Germany has 
forced peace terms oh three govern­
ments—Russia, Rumania, and Fin­
land. The Finnish government ap­
parently submitted to the German 
terms in order to gain military aid 
against the revolutionists, who hold 
much of southern Finland along the 
Finnish coast. With Finland and 
Esthonia under German suzerainty, 
the Gulf of Finland is takenrfrom 
Russian control, and Great Russia 
has less than 150 miles of coast line 
along the gulf. ~-~~ 

Although the Germans apparently 
will permit King Ferdinand to con­
tinue to rule Rumania, the victori-' 
ous enemy has compelled his victim 
to agree to humilitating terms. Im­
portant wheat, oil and salt conces­
sions are to be given Germany "which 
is to control the Rumanian railroads 
for 15 years and is to have a most 
favorable trade agreement. Ruman­
ia loses the Dobrudja and control of 
the Danube. 

AMERICANS HOLD TREtvCHlS

American troops are now holding 
something more than eight miles of 
trenches on the battle front in 
France, it was learned today, al­
though in an air line, their frontage 
is only about four and a half miles. 
This frontage is liable to extension 
at any time to the regular trench'' 
allotment for an army corps. 

Irregularity of the trench lines is 
responsible for their eight miles of 
length. '.They'are laid 'out so that 
flanking fire may be obtained along 
every part of the front. Strong points 
containing macV—> p-û q jut out for 
this purpose.

hill. .
