.feeer if i t will save grain for food. 
And the disloyal need not be consid­
ered. 

The Administration at Washing­
ton is not" always as'wise as we may 
wish, but it knows what must be 
done and it would he able to do more 
if the people would back it up. It 
is a somewhat sad-commentary upon 
our national intelligence that-the 
Administration still has to proceed 
slowly because it fears public opin­
ion. 

Cut the gordion knot. Close up 
the breweries, commandeer the grain 
of the country wherever it may be 
found, take any other food supplies 
that may be. necessary and enforce 
all. penalties against the food laws, 
regardless as to who is hit.

MUST EXERCISE THE UTMOST 
ECONOMY. AT HOME. 

Germans Continue To Starve Their 
Prisoners. 

FOOLING REPUBLICANS. 

The complete and total collapse 
of Russia and its practical subjuga­
tion by Germany may ultimately re­
sult in opening up to the Teutons 
the vast resources of the once great 
Russian Empire and will also result 
in making the Baltic Sea a German 
lake. That this will mean a prolon­
gation of the war seems certain and 
it also adds a tremendous additional ! 
burden to the load which America 
must carry. We must number our 
coldiers by the millions, and we must 
furnish the supplies and the food, 
not only for those millions but for 
all of the-peoples in our allied coun­
tries who may need them. The 
struggle is to be Jong and terrific 
and will entail sacrifices and effort 
upon our part to a degree almost as 
severe as that endured by England 
and France. Would that we might 
be able to follow the advice of those 
who advocate business as usual and 
pleasure as usual. But it is becom­
ing increasingly evident that that 
cannot be. We must concentrate 
every thought and every effort upon 
the subject of war and every line of 
endeavor must be co-ordinated with 
the lines of battle. We are yet slow 
and lagging in many respects, but 
America is too intelligent not to 
now appreciate the great crisis in 
sight. We can win because we must 
win; because destruction awaits us 
if we lose. All the vast resources of 
Russia and Siberia and the other 
conquered countries are not to be 
compared to the resources available 
on the American continent if we but 
realize our strength and determine 
to «se it. Will we speed up in time? 

DON'T STUDY GERMAN. 

The problem as to whether or not 
the German language should be 
taught in our schools may soon set­
tle itself. No patriotic boy or girl 
will desire to waste any more time 
in the study of such a language and 
certainly no parents will care to de­
mand this branch of work for their 
children. And furthermore, it will 
become increasingly evident that the 
teacher of German is probably taint-

' ed with pro-Germanism,' else he 
would himself refuse to teach it, and 
therefore his influence upon pupils 
in the schools of. America cannot be 
beneficial. Of itself the language is 
a harsh, gutteral, barbaric, vehicle 
of expression, of no beauty and of 
no benefit to any student. German 
thought and German ideas have pro­
duced' the greatest horrors that hu­
manity has known, and the whole 
civilized world is now engaged in a 
life and death struggle against Ger­
man barbarism. All nations will 
henceforth seek to root out and des­
troy the vast influence that Germa­
ny has so long .been scheming to ob­
tain, -an" influence so far reaching 
and malevolent that it has spread its 
treacherous tentacles into,, almost 
every branch of/ human ; endeavor.

HALF A CENTURY AGO. 

Taken From The Courier and Free­
man Files of March 12, 1868. 

This week people have." had a sur­
feit of mail matter. On Monday 
there were seven days' western mai], 
four days'1 New York mail, and one 
week's Utiea mail nearly all of 
which arrived Monday.-and Monday 
night. 

This being leap year the ladies 
have, the chance to offer their seats 
to gentlemeil lit .public conveyances. 
.. We undersfwtfl that the Normal 
School with an Academic Depart­
ment, which will be open to all stu­
dents, or St. Lawrence Academy, 
will fa all probability start the last 
of this month. 

"The Allies can win this war only 
by "holding on, by the exertion of 
economic pressure on the central em 
pires and by rigid economy at home" 
is the opinion of Dr. Massimo Panta 
leoni of the Italian army, who has 
just been exchanged after 20 months 
as a prisoner in Austria and Hung­
ary. Dr. Pantaleohi, although an 
Italian by birth, has many relatives 
in the United States. 

The secret of winning the war, 
said Dr. Pantaleoni, remains in the 
blockade and in the allies at home 
exercising the greatest economy in 
the way of limitation of consump­
tion of foods and'fuels and clothes 
that people will not be compelled to 
lose several hours of their time each 
day searching for coal or bread, or 
such articles. 

I t is like passing from darkness 
into daylight on leaving Austria, 
where the stores are empty of all of 
the useful articles", cloth sells at ab­
out the equivalent of ?26 a yard and 
leather shoes sell for 120 kronen a 
pair, where there is no sugar at all 
for sale, where the bread rate .for the 
civil population is two and a half 
ounces for each person per. day, 
where the fat ration is one-quarter 
of an ounce, and where potatoes sell 
far 25 cents a pound instead^ of two 
cents, a pound before the war. 

In Austria mortality has increas­
ed very much since a year ago be­
cause of poor or no nourishment, 
leading • to rheumatism and dysen­
tery, and when people die there are 
no coffins in which to bury them. In­
stead, their shrouds and good clo­
thes are replaced by rags and in 
these they are buried. 

Living conditions nave not been 
improved by the taking of Rumania. 

While in Hungary attending the 
Italian prisoners, who had-been sent 
as far away as possible from the 
Isonzo front so that they could not 
escape and go home, Rumanians told 
me civil conditions- had been such in 
Rumania that the fields had not 
Been worked and therefore the crops 
had been poor; 

As regards the entrance of the 
United States into the war both Ger 
mans~and Austrians said the effec­
tive result' would be more in money 
and materials furnished than in the 
fighting units, due to difficulties, of 
troop transportation. They say that 
it is hardly worth while attempting 
to capture or destroy enemy artillery 
because x new cannon-will be forth­
coming from the United States: • 

The Austrian people have been in 
different about the war for a long 
time. They want peace, any kind 
of a peace, and the longer the war 
lasts the, less they have to keep the 
war going. The Germans are still 
possessed of the monomania of dom 
ination.'of wishing to- grab all they 
see, to take, take, take; but time is 
sure to bring them to their knees, to 
cut down their fighting materials, 
while that of the Allies keeps grow­
ing, and this is why I maintain that 
the Allies .must win if they resist, of 
they exert economic pressure on 
themselves, and refuse to patch up 
a peace. 

The Germans now are seriously 
afraid of the English and French, 
because they realize their superior­
ity in fighting materials. 

All that has been said about the 
ill-treatment of the prisoners is true 
They are so, poorly fed that' if they 
fall ill they are sure to die," as their 
bodies have no resisting power and 
most of their illnesses are in the. in­
testines, or of a bronchial nature 
leading *o tuberculosis. Their food 
consists, in the camps, of soup made 
of beets in the proportion of one-
half pound a day for each man, with 
sometimes a potato and two ounces 
of meat once a week. In the hospi­
tal of • Sigmundsherbe'rg, where I 
served, a hospital arranged for" 3000 
men, the death roll has risen from 
one man every two days to three and 
four a day. 

Prisoners put on government 
work last about two months. The 
Phrase 'prisoner step' has_jjasaedrHr 
to the language, so feebly do the 
gangs shuffle along, without power 
to lift their feet from the ground. 
Also, the Austrian soldiers are very 
cruel, shooting or bayoneting priso­
ners for the slightest infraction of 
rules. 

SECRETARY BAKER IN FRANCE 

Secretary of War Newton D. 
Baker arrived in Paris Monday morn 
ing, where he was received by Gen. 
Pershing, Gen. Bliss, Ambassador 
Sharp and French officers. He sail­
ed from the United "States about 
February 27, accompanied by Maj. 
William M. Black, chief of. engineers 
Lieut. Col. M. L. Brett, and Ralph 
Hayes, his private secretary. 

Secretary Baker has not determ­
ined the length of time he will re­
main in France but his stay will be 
long enough to make a thorough in­
spection of the American forces ab­
road and hold important conferenc­
es with American military .forces. 

For months the Secretary has 
been eager to., see the results of the 
War Department's work to place in 
the field this year an army which 
will be a factor "in the campaign and 
talk over the whole American war 
program with General Pershing. The 
trip was.decided upon after the Sec 
retary had discussed it with the 
President.

AN ADVENTURE IN SOUPS. 

Editor Courier and Freeman: 
In the current Cosmopolitan there 

is an article by Herbert Kraufman, 
about the terrible extravagance of 
American women. My family read 
it and commented on it freely. The 
iron entered my soul and i said to 
myself, I will not say anything ab­
out it but I will make them a soup 
such as these French women make, 
out of nothing, in' other words out 
of things I've always thrown away, 
and just see how they will like it. 
This "I proceeded to do. I took the 
bones left from a good sized roast 
and scraped every bit- of the meat 
off to make .meat pie or something 
equally wonderful. I cracked- the 
bones, according to recipe and my 
thumb also, which was not called for 
Directly after breakfast I put these 
bones—minus the 'thumb—in a' ket­
tle of cold water and set oh the back 
of the stove to simmer. Be sure and 
cover, so if there is any flavor it will' 
bi- conserved. This ought to be call 
ed soup, for I left it alone until af­
ter dinner, then I added the potato 
water and • cabbage water, saved at 
the time I took up those vegetables, 
also, water drained from boiling ma­
caroni. I put in one very small on­
ion sliced and left it all to simmer 
some more. At supper time I strain 
ed it, added a piece of butter the 
size of a walnut, and salt and pep­
per and dished it up to my family. 

I was quite amazed at the result. 
The joke was all on me. They ate 
every drop and demanded more. I 
had carefully refrained from telling 
what it was made of, because my 
family's appetite is so much better 
when they think they are eating 
high priced delicacies than when eat 
ing left-overs. In hopes of chang­
ing their minds I explained very' 
fully the process of this soup mak­
ing, but they only cried more, snore 
and I gave up fairly beaten. / 

If you will notice I only used a' 
small onion, a small • piece/Of .butter 
and salt and pepper be^jdes the 
things usually thrown /away. Most 
soups require plenty .of time in the 
making to be successful, then if you 
begin them in the^morning or at. 
noon, according to the species, it is 
such a comfort to have them ready 
for supper. I think if you will try 
having hot/soup for supper in cold 
weather your family who have been 
out in the chilly days, will like it 
very much to start in the meal with. 
Then with warm rolls and sauce and 
cake or cookies they will manage to 
get along until breakfast, maybe, if 
they go to bed early. '"'"'

soups' to make, of coifrle evefryojje 
knows how to make oyster soup. 

Cream Tomato Soup.—1 pint of 
sliced or canned tomatoes, 1 pint of 
water, 1 pint of milk. Boil toma­
toes and water 10 minutes, strain 
thicken with 1 tablespoon of flour 

.'mixed with a /little water. Put a 
piece of soda las big as a small pes 
in the milk, heat and add to the to­
matoes, all 1 tablespoon of butter; 
and salt; and dust with a bit of red 
pepper, rerve hot with crackers. 

Soup from Kidney Beans, Lima 
Beans, Dried Green Peas, or Dried 
Green Corn is made the same way. 
Soak over night 1 cup beans, cook 
until tender, add salt, 2 tablespoons 
butter and 1 pint milk, boil up one 
minute and serve hot: 

Creamed Vegetable Soups are very, 
good—=cabbage, parsnips, carrots,' 
and salsify. Cut in small pieces, 
cook until tender, add butter, salt, 
pepper and milk. Bring to a boil, 
and serve at once. Potatoes cut in 
small dices and boiled with 2 slice * 
of- onion, add milk, butter, salt and 
pepper when tender and serve with 
toasted bread crutons, or dice. .
