COULD NOT STOP THE SUIT. 

A case of interest here where the 
defendants are well known, came up 
in New York last week when the ap­
plication of George W. Butts, vice-
president of the Hudson Trust Com­
pany, of Hoboken, N. J., for an in­
junction, .restraining his wife, Mrs. 
Elizabeth A. Butts, 'from suing Mrs.

Levy Was Made On (Their Personal 
Property. 

An interesting tax case was set­
tled here last week, the parties in­
volved being School District No. S, 
and the Great Atlantic .-and Pacific 
Tea Co., whose store is on Main St.
