The trouble is due to unfavorable ' American Surety Co. 
market conditions, J. J. Fitzpatrick, . Insurance Premiums 
manager of the Borden Company, 
declared. Mr. Fitzpatrick said he 
understood there were 30,000,000 
cases of condensed and evaporated 
milk on hand in the United States. 
Domestic consumption runs about 
16,000,000 cases a year, leaving 14,-
000,000 for export. The government 
which fixes its own price for purch­
asing, has tonnage for only 4i200,-
000 case a year. " 

"With no visible outlet for nearly 
10,000,000 eases, condensaries are 
not eager to' buy high priced milk .to 
add to their stores," he said. "The 
condensaries, I understand, .were not' 
bound by various agreements reach­
ed, for instance, at New York, De­
troit and Chicago, as to prices to be 
paid farmers. The distributors ,of 
straight milk alone were involved." 

A new price of $3.10 a hundred­
weight recently was fixed for milk. 

Milk distributors are still paying 
this price. The condensaries sent-
out a $2.83 bid. It is said that con­
densaries throughout the* country 
have made proportionate reductions 
in their bids.
