A fhort time ago men made 
the tr ip from Cape Vincent to the 
Gallonp* Islands over the ice, a feat 
seldom attempted. 

The ice at Cape Vincent in -the St 
Lawrence river is thirty inches in 
thickness and solid.. The St. Law-' 
rence will be locked for some weeks, 
river men say, even with the most 
favorable weather.
