Congressman Snell Is Unable To 
Secure A Definite Answer From 
Officials. 

In >an effort to ascertain what the 
attitude of the Food Administration 
was "regarding the'retention'by far­
mers <if a year's supply of. flour and 
maple sugar produced on the farm, 
C. V. White of Richville took up the 
matter with Congressman B. H.-Snell 
The letters follow: 
•Hon. B. H. Snell, 

"Washington, D. C. 
Dear Sir:' Inasmuch as many 

conflicting stories-are abroad in re­
gard to the plans 'of the Food Ad­
ministration, we feel it out duty to 
state some conditions and ask some 
questions of our Federal '.Food Ad­
ministrator, through you as our con 
gressional representative. 

As ' members, of the Dairymen's 
League",.'the St. Lawrence County P*o 
mona Grange, and the St. Lawrence 
Co. Farm Bureau, we have tried to 
<io our bit by increasing our hours 
of labor, increasing production by 
buying large consignments of'lime 
and fertilizer and by extra plowing 
have tried to raise our own flour, as 
a patriotic duty, and as we can raise 
more wheat per acre than any other 
kind of breadstuff, and we are at. the 
present keeping several large flour­
ing mills busy constantly at full > ca­
pacity, which mills have previously 

. done but little except a retail of com 
mon1 mill feeds, we are brought to 
ask the question: if we raise- wheat 
for home consumption and have it 
"ground in these mills, which in many 
instances are 20 or. 30 miles .distant, 
requiring that we get our wheat 
ground. during the winter Wonths, 
that we may attend* to crops during 

•spring, summer and fall, we ask of 
the. Food Administrator if we may 
retain this flour for our year's fami­
ly supply, also sufficient sugar if 
w« make i t ourselves? 

We are quite sure, if we have the 
assurance of the Food Administra­
tor that -we may retain sufficient 
flour and sugar "for our year's fami­
ly supply, that a very large acreage 
of wheat will he planted and much 
.-sugar made; but, on the other, hand, 
as a great many of our members are 
in fear that they may not retain 
their own flour and sugar in suffici­
ent quantity to meet their family re­
quirements for a year, it will, we 
fear, be impossible to influence them 
to plant -wheat or make sugar this 
year, as this is strictly a milk pro­
ducing section and we have"'to hire 
extra help at very high prices to 
plant wheat and make sugar. 

• Will you please bring this to the 
notice of Mr. Hoover very soon and 
give us his reply at an early date?

few days, and if so, they will forward 
me a copy of the same, which I will 
in turn send to you. 

In regard to the question of ma­
ple sugar, there is no limitation 
whatever on this and it '« the dc-dr-
"f the department that farmers shall 
prnrfijce as much maple sugar as 
l'nxKJhio Bnd use that in. their own 
homes an a substitute for other kinds 
•ir sugar, and no limit is made as to 
'•>« amount that any farmer may 
have nn band, at one time.

oils, why one bearing must be oiled 
5 times to another bearing's once, 
why certain adjustments bring ab­
out the derised results, etc. Such a 
man will be able to make an intelli-

igent diagnosis of troubles, thus 
eliminating much-serious delay. A 
machine in the hands of a . compe­
tent operator will accomplish more 
in the same time at less cost and 
will still be working when another 
machine has been discarded. 

The Gouverneur school will be 
short, six days of practical work 
with tractors with morning and af­
ternoon lectures by tractor experts 
from the State Food Commission, 
and the State College of Agriculture 
at Cornell, and morning and after­
noon- lessons on different tractors. 
Each student' will have the opportu­
nity of studying at first hand the 
essentials of tractor' construction 
and operation. Different machines 
will be used, each in charge of its 
own expert.

The Germans, on the other hand, 
seem to be anxious to avoid direct 
contact with American troops. This 
is shown by their abandonment of 
trenches north of Badonviller and 
also by their withdrawal before Am­
erican raiders in the Toul sector, 
who entered some German. trenches 
during the week and found that most 
of the enemy had been hurriedly 
withdrawn from the first line. 

SEIZE DUTCH SHIPPING. 

Because of protracted delay on 
the part of the Dutch government 
regarding their ships, the United 
States and Great Britain decided to 
seize all ships in their ports, aggre­
gating about 600,000 tons, and use 
them for war purposes. Although 
Holland is a neutral nation, such ac 
tion is permitted by international 
law, and full indemnity will be paid 
to Holland at the close of the war. 
This action on the part of the two 
governments has aroused intense 
animosity in Germany and their pa­
pers denounce in the bitterest terms. 

BRITISH BOMB GERMANS. 

Great bombing raids against Ger-'-
many have been carried out by the 
British airplanes the past week. The 
official announcement of the raid 
says: 

On Sunday we again raided Ger­
many, attacking the barracks and 
railway station at Kaiserlauterm— 
Bavaria. Direct hits were observed 
on the-station and a large fire broke 
out. 

Our formation was attacked 'by a 
large .number of hostile • machines 
which were driven off. All of our 
machines returned. 

On Saturday, 13 tons of bomb* 
were dropped on the enemy's billets, • 
which "have been bombed continuous 
ly for the last 24 hours and two hos 
tile airdromes and three large am­
munition dumps. At one airdrome 
a hangar completely burst: a Gotha 
machine in the act of rising was 
seen to crash. 

Sixteen hostile machines were 
brought down and seven were disa­
bled. Six of our machines are miss­
ing. 

OGDENSBURG HAD BUSY YEAR. 

A report of the business transact­
ed at the port'of Ogdensburg during 
1917 showed that 310,000 passengers 
arrived »r departed by boat* there, 
and that 16,000 vessels whose ton­
nage aggregated 6,382 038,, touched 
there.
