Representatives of the St. Law­
rence Metal Products Co. have been 
negotiating with Ogdensburg inter­
ests relative to the placing of a eon-
tract for the construction of 1600 
metallic lifeboats for the U. S. Gov­
ernment. The parties haver failed to 
reach an agreement in regard to the 
price to be paid and the negotiations 
are still under way. There is a pros 
pect that the company may decide to 
equip its own plant and proceed with 
the work itself. It is understood 
that the Hannan mill building in No 
Water St., which has been untenant­
ed for this-connection. 

In placing the contract with, the 
St. Lawrence Co. the government 
agreed to furnish all of the metal 
parts and the manufacturers to sup­
ply the wood used in the. construc­
tion of gunwales and other equip­
ment. The price allowed by the gov­
ernment is said to be., an attractive"
