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STATE GETS TITLE TO LAND 

CONTEST FOR ISLANDS BEGAN 
IN 1901.

Irtany Valuable Camp SiteH Located 
There. 

Titl* to the Osprey islands in Ra-
quette Lake, Hamilton county, 
which has been in litigation since 
1901, has been recovered by the 
State through a decision handed 
down by Judge Charles C. Van-
Kirk of the Supreme Court, accord­
ing to a . statement just issued by 
the Conservation Commission. The 
islands, which include in all about 
19 acres and constitute one of the 
most desirable camp sites on the 
lake, have been occupied since 1891 
by Joseph H. Ladew, who has ex­
pended about $25,000 on them in 
camp buildings and improvements. 
Prior to that'they'were occupied by 
Charles W. Durant, wh<£ spent $5,--
000 on them. 

In the defense to the State's suit 
for ejectment, Snyder Christman 
and Earle-, who appeared for Joseph 
H.. Ladew, endeavored to establish 
his title on the ground of adverse 
possession. It was shown, however, 
by B...H. Loucks, of the Attorney 
General's office, who prosecuted the' 
case for the Conservation Commis­
sion, that Durant was appointed cus 
todian of the islands in 1879 by the 
Commissioners of the - State Land 
Office, and that Ladew succeeded Du 
rant in 1891 with the permission of 
the State. 

It was brought out at,, the trial 
that the State is the owner of the 
"bottom title" to the land, which 
goes back to 1786. The State also 
owns a tax title dating from 1871. 
The State is. moreover, entitled to 
the land on the ground of possession 
prior to 1879, since .all of the occu­
pants since 1879 entered under the 
direct permission of the State, 

The case will have a controlling 
influence won many other cases in­
volving title to land claimed by the 
State around Raquette Lake, and 
will -be of great assistance in termi­
nating suits for ejectment that are 
now being prosecuted by the Attor­
ney General upon the order of the 
Conservation Commission.

THE FARM LABOR PROBLEM. 

Men Mav Be- Conscripted For This 
Work. 

Former County Clerk J. Fred 
Haimmonj, now representing the Bu 
reau of Production of the New York 
State Food. Commission, arrived 
home from Albany last week and 
is noV in Watertown where his.head 
quarters will be for the next three 
or four weeks. He has under super­
vision the -counti* of St. Lawrence. 
Jefferson and Lewis, and is at pres-
ent giving his attention to the farm 
labor problem. He states this is the 
most serious '. problem confronting 
the American people today. The big 
mills and factories have by fancy 
wages lured farm help away so that 
they' can be secured only under dif­
ficulties. Big business manufacto­
ries are iieing asked not to hire men 
from the farms and they are patri­
otically agreeing not to do so. The 
next move may be, in case the mat­
ter becomes critical, to conscript the 
men and place them on the farms 

' and see th»t they work. The street 
•corner loafer, the man lolling in the 
club and restaurant, and men in non 
essential business, will be taken and 
placed on the farms and be required 
to give as good an account of them­
selves as the men in the trenches. 
They will be given good fair wages, 
have good food and reasonable hours 
and the farmer will be asked to use 
them Hke white men, not as chattels. 
A representative of the Federal Gov 
eminent will co-operate with state 
representative.—Canton Advertiser.

SIGNAL MEN AT SACKETS. 

Will Receive Training In Some 
. Special Work. 

Between 2000 and 3000 men of 
the signal corps will be stationed at 
Madison Barracks during the com­
ing summer, according to the most 
recent reports concerning the use to 
which the camp will be put. As an­
nounced ten days ago, the men who 
will be sent to the camp will be 
those selected for special • qualifica­
tions for signal corps work from am 
ong the conscripts in some of the na 
tional army cantonments. 

The number of men to be station­
ed at the camp will exceed any of 
previous years. There were nearly 
2500 men at the camp during the 
early days'of the officers' train'ng 
course last summer, but this number 
was not maintained long owing ' to 
the many rejections that were made 
as the training progressed. 

Details of the plans for the work 
at the Sacket Harbor post this sum­
mer have not been received yet. It 
is expected, however, that the men 
will be trained in wireless and signal 
work and in some special branches 
outside of .that covered in most of 
the camps. The work will be of a 
special nature thrcnrgWift",'" a"nd the 
men who will be sent to the camp will 
be men specially fitted through past 
training or natural qualifications for 
the duties. 
. While announcement has not hen 
made yet as to who the commanding 
officer will be, it is expected that an 
officer of the signal corps of the re? 
ulo# army, probably of the rank of 
lieutenant-colonel, will be designat­
ed. It was said there is a possibility 
that, aviation wireless work will be 
a feature of the training.
