-Hun, and none of us seem able to 
adequately visualize the deserts of 
blood and aii'guish that the German 
barbarians have . created, No on? 
can possibblyknow or realize what 
those innocent victims of Germany's 
lust have endured in France and in 
Belgium, in Lithuania and Armenia 
for three long years, 'unless he also 
has endured it. No one can appreci­
ate the suffering and heroism of the 
British'and French and Belgian sol­
diers who have for three terrible 
years held back with their bodies 
the bloody tide of ruthless invasion 
unless he also has fought in the 
trenches. Nothing that can possibly 
be said or written can adequately 
portray thei wanton frightfulnesss 
and 'horrid' b'rutality of the accursed 
German hordes. Running amuck in 
the world, seeking only loot and con­
quest, inspired by no human senti­
ments or humane instincts, madden­
ed, desperate and depraved, the Ger­
mans look, upon America with the 
same hate reddened lustful eyes with 
which they scan Europe. What they 
have -done to Belgium and France, 
what they are now doing to Russia 
and Rumania, is what they will do 
to us if they can. If by force of the 
sword they fail in their purpose they 
hope to effect a crafty and -tempor­

ited State Constitution makes it 
the duty of the legislatures of the 
several states to ratify or reject all 
proposed amendments to the federal 
constitution. In other words it is 
the Legislature's job and not the 
people's job. On the other hand the 
modern reformers have loudly main 
tained. that all questions should be 
submitted to the people for solution. 
The Governor himself is strenuously 
in favor oF~fhe direct primary sys­
tem and therefore it does not seem 
probable that he could overcome his 
ideas along this line sufficiently to 
veto a referendum bill. Many men 
who are not opposed to prohibition 
contend that it is a matter for the 
states alone to decide and that to 
introduce purely legislative restric­
tions into the basic law of the land, 
the federal constitution, is to com­
mit the nation to a line of action 
which will ultimately destroy the. 
constitution itself. Those favoring 
prohibition at any cost would dig it 
out by the roots, no matter what the 
results. Others see a great danger 
jn destroying an established enter­
prise which is one of the greatest in 
the land arid which yields vast sums 
to the state and national treasuries. 
These revenues, if cut off by prohi­
bition, must be met by taxation a t a 
time when the resources of the peo­
ple are already taxed to the utmost, 
and which must bear a yet greater 
burden if the war continues two or 
three, years more. It may in truth 
be .said, however, that the trend of 
opinion has set so strongly in favor 
of prohibition throughout the nation 
that the necessary three-fourths of 
the states will probably ratify the 
amendment -regardless of the action 
of New York. St. Lawrence county 
has expressed itself.in no' uncertain 
terms on this question already, be­
ing about as dry as any county can 
well be, and it is evident therefore 
that our people can properly be con­
sidered as favoring the ratification 
o'f the federal amendment.

• One of the results of the' war that 
is most strikingly evident in all 
countries is the growth of the prohi­
bition sentiment among all classes of 

\ people. In spite of such-bedeviling 
\ institutions as the Anti-Saloon Lea-
' gue, the temperance -sentiment had 

been steadily growing • in America, 
even before the war broke out. Mare 
and more had men coirie to believe 
that aside from all questions of sen-
timentality and emotional hysteria 
against the rum evil there is an eco­
nomic side to the issue which sooner 
or later must be reckoned with^ The 
war gave an impetus to this feeling, 

which probably could not have'ljeBir) 
obtained in another generation of 
peaceful pursuits. Sobriety among 
the troops and among the workers 
is a condition now recognized as ab­
solutely requisite,, to success, and 
then too the problem of food produc­
tion produced a factor which leaves 
little argument in favor of using up 
grains in the manufacture of intox­
icants. The passage by Congress of 
an amendment to the federal consti-

• tution prohibiting the manufacture 
©resale of intoxicating liquors, put 
the Whole question directly up to 
the states, three-fourths of which 
must ratify the federal amendment 
in order to make it effective. Seven 
years was given to the states in 
wh.ich to take this ratification action, 
but many of the stages took immedi­
ate action nearly always with affir­
mative results. The question of 
ratification was inaugurated in the 
New York State Legislature thro' 
the resolutions introduced by.. Sena­
tor Hill and Assemblyman McNab. 
The question has produced thus far 
one of the most hotly-* contested 
fights ever seen in our legislature, 
and the outcome is thus far in some 
doubt. The Assembly refused to 
ratify the amendment on the ground 
that the wishes of the people should 
be first ascertained, and accordingly 
they propose a referendum at the 
fall election. The Senate has. not 

^\. yet acted, but thus far seems also | 
^ t« fee in favor of the referendum 

plan. The Governor has favored 
Ratification pure and simple, and 
\SM indicated a disposition to veto 
toy compromise or a referendum.

'ASIC FARMERS rTO SELL WHEAT 
— J — ( -

Mr. R. L. Sisson, Deputy Food 
Administrator, has issued the fol­
lowing appeal to farmers in this sec 
tion: 

I am in receipt of the following 
telegram, dated March 16, from Mr. 
C. E. Tremain, Federal Food Ad­
ministrator for New York State; 
"Hoover makes personal appeal to­
day to all farmers in the state to 
market all their wheat except res-. 
erve for seed before May .1 Allies 
are taking from us fifty percent of 
other cereals than wheat to mix in 
their bread. This is a war call and 
a service for Uncle Sam fighting for 
his life. Also he announces mach­
inery for vigorous enforcement of 
regulations on selling prices of 
wheat mill feeds -is being held up." 

Inasmuch as the 1917 crop of 
wheat raised by our Allies was only 
46.7 percent of normal, potatoes 46 
and sugar beets 32.1, I believe every 
farmer in St. Lawrence County will 
see it his duty to- market his wheat 
as quickly as possible in order to 
help out the situation. 

Further I cannot too strongly I 
urge the farmery,of this county to 
plant as much wheat as they have 
land to grow the same, believing 
they will see the necessity for this 
from the fact that our boys are go­
ing to France constantly in large 
numbers and it is simply a question 
of feeding the army we are sending 
to the front, and to do so we have 
got to have^ wheat and more wheat 
and still more wheat .•
