gome Important Matters Will Be 
Decided. 

A special school meeting will be 
held in the Town Hall next Friday 
evening at which matters of impor­
tance will be decided. There will be 
questions voted on, to build a new 
school house for No. 17 District at a 
cost of not to exceed $40,000; to buy 
the Lennoy lot as a sitej to repair 
the Pine Street School, and to pur­
chase additional grounds. 

The erection of a new school build 
iitg for- District 17 is a necessity, as 
the State Department has condemn­
ed the present one. Its location, 
however, is a question which should 
receive careful consideration. The 
Lenney lot, while "well adapted to 
such purposes, is opefr-to the seri-
-us objection of being located too 
far away. One of the main purposes 
»f consolidating the districts was to 
have closer co-ordination with the 
Normal, and a school located so far 
away would make it very difficult to 
obtain assistance from the Normal 
or musical departments. The dis­
tance might also prove an objection 
as far as the younger pupils of the 
district are concerned. 

Should the present site be retained 
it will probably be necessary to pur­
chase some adjoining land for play--
grounds and other purposes. 

It is hoped there will be a large 
attendance at the meeting in order 
that the propositions may be thor^ 
oughly discussed. All who reside in 
the old districts of No. 8, No. 17, 
and PMe Street, are entitled to vote 
at this.' meeting, and the money vot­
ed wil) be assessed upon the proper­
ty in the entire consolidated district.

Only_ 
garments which are sufficiently dur­
able and strong to warrant the' cost 
of transportation overseas, should 
be repaired and remade in the work 
rooms of the Commission.

TRIBUTE TO MBS. G. Z. JWWIN. 

Mrs. Geo. Z.- Erwinj widow of the 
late Senator Erwin, had been in fail­
ing health for 8ome„time and on the 
26th of February" passed away in 
Hollywood, California, where she 
and her sister Miss Harriet F. Dart 
had spent the larger portion of the 
last three.years, hoping the climate 
might prolong her life. 

Since the Senator had been taken , 
away the two sisters had been al-j 
most' in'sepdrable, being all that was , 
left of the) immediate family. At 
Hollywood /and Los Angelts were 
many Potsdam friends,.^ who Vied 
with; each other in showing • their 
love and respect foV their deceased , 
friend. 
* In a chapel close by appropriate 
prayers were offered by the Rev. Mr 
Evans, Rector of St. Stephen's 
Church, in the presence of many life 
long friends and their tribute • of 
flowers were beautiful. 

The sister, Miss Dart, brought the ' 
remains back to the family home in 
Potsdam, where numerous friends 
were permitted to take a last and 
parting view. Arriving on the 9th 
of March, the final solemn and im­
pressive service was held on March 
12 in Trinity Church, the - Rector, 
Rev? W. j . Hamilton officiating, and 
where again the flowers were beau­
tiful. 

Mrs. Erwin was born in the home 
from which she was lately taken and 
in which she and ,the late Senator 
had long resided and where her 
grand-parents, Hon. Horace and Mrs 
Allen--and her father and mother, 
Mr. and Mrs. William A.' Dart had 
also lived. Her father, the late Hon. 
William A. Dart, so well known to 
the older citizens of Potsdam, was 
District Attorney for Northern New 
York and for nine years was U. S. 
Consul General for Canada, and he 
could lay claim to an ancient and 
honorable pedigree, one of his ances 
tors having sailed from England in 
or about the year 1652, bringing with 
him to America, the. original Patent 
from the Crown for the township of 
New London, Connecticut. Mrs. 
Dart counts on her ancestral roll the 
name of Ira Allen, brother of Ethan 
Allen of Revolutionary fame, and 
Gov. Winslow of the Mayflower, 
which brought over to Plymouth 
Rock the Pilgrims, immortalized by 
the Poet Longfellow. 

She married Geo. Z. Erwin, A.M.. 
a young and rising lawyer who held 
many prominent and responsible po­
sitions, one of which was Speaker of 
the House at Albany. And when 
death separated her Jrom a loving 
husband, thoir united silent labors 
for.young men and young women, 
helping them both financially and by 
good counsel to acquire an education 
and to become self-supporting, were 
untiringly continued until when at 
last she neared the end her great­
est sorrow was that her work must 
close and the loving sister would be 
deprived of that joy which each had 
brought to the other. 

Early-in life she became a mem-
,ber of Trinity Church and always 
continued a faithful worker. 
' No home in Potsdam ever sur­
passed this in' its hospitality; living 
witnesses of tliis are to be found 
throughout this broad land. 

The honorary bearers were Rufus 
L. Sisson, Dr. H. D. Thatcher, S„ A. 
Redway and James A. Cox. The pall 
bearers were H. J. Sanford, Fred, 
erick A. Weed, John R. Weston and 
Herbert B. Bickn'ell, who deposited 
the casket in the vault, from which 
it will be interred in the Bay side 
Cemetery lot of Allen, Dart.' Erwin.
