Colton March 20.—The following 
paragraph is taken from the "New 
York Libraries", a state magazine 
published by the department at Al­
bany: "Free libraries in the state 
with high per c'apita circulation;— 
Each of the Libraries listed in the 
following table reports for the year 
ending June 30, 1917, an issue of 
books for home reading exceeding 
an average o f 8 volumes for each 
per son living in the village served. 
The' figures show specifically the 
amount of circulations by each -lib­
rary in proportion to the size of the 
village in which it is operating: 1st 
group of 3 libraries, 18 books to a 
person; second group, of 3 libraries,' 
17 books to a person; third group of 
2 libraries, 16 books to a person, of 
which Colton is first, population 635 
per capita issue 16 books. There 
are 66 listed. The most obvious gen 
eral fact suggested by this table is 
that libraries in the small communi 
ties of the state, when adequately 
equipped and operated, are very 
much more extensively used in pro­
portion to population at least ' for 
home reading than in the larger pla 
ces in spite of the great advantage 
the latter have in their expert serv­
ice and longer hours of opening. Not 
a single city library could find a 
place in the table. Indeed the low­
est per capita figure, 8, given in this 
list is about twice that of the city 
library making the very best show­
ing. It will be seen further that not 
a single village having a population 
as high as 3400 is represented in the j 
list. Among the first 2 2 . named, 
credited with a per capita issue of 
12 volumes or more, only 4 are in 
villages of over 1000 population, 
their average population being 852. 
Library work and expenditures in 
the small communities meets with a 
degree of response such as is never 
shown in the cities." A second fact 
quite as significant as this, is that 
in every one of the libraries thus dis 
tinguished for their high per capita 
circulation there is some special ex­
cellence, either in material, equip­
ment, supply of books, personal ser­
vice or .spirit of the institution, mak 
ing the list a real honor roll of ac­
tive, progressive, efficient, village li­
braries. The Hepburn Library in­
creased its circulation last year by 
over 1000 volumes, making a new 
high record of 10,553 books issued 
for home reading"
