STRIKES START IN AUSTRIA 

Strikes are again in progress in 
Austria and Hungary and are spread 
ing rapidly, according to reports ap­
pearing in German newspapers. A 
Vienna' dispatch to the Weser Zei-
tung of Bremen, dated Friday, says 
a strike has begun in Budapest and 
is assuming large proportions. Tel­
egraphic communication between Bu 
dapest and Vienna was suspended 
on Thursday.
