SOLDIER DIES IN FRANCE. 

He Was A Former Resident of 
Colton. 

It was officially, reported that 
Frank Harrison Welch,' Engineer of 
the S04th Batalllon Service in France 
died of peritonitis on March 12, aged 
28 years, 11 months and 12 days. 
He was the son of the late Mrs. Em­
erson Hubbard of Colton, who died 
last June, and a brother of Private 
Wellington S. Welch, who, is training 
at Camp Gordon, Georgia,' The boys 
left in the draft last October for 
Camp Devens at Ayer, Mass.,' but 
were together only a short time 
when Frank was transferred to Ten-
afly, N. J., -where he remained until 
about November 20th, when he sail­
ed for France. Up until this time 
he had been in splendid health and 
seemed to enjoy the training., He 
arrived in France'safely and stated 
in one of his letters that the climate 
did not agree with him, but thought 
as soon as he became acclimated he 
would enjoy the country, which was 
so different from the U. S. A. He 
was receiving treatment for an ear 
trouble in a hoBpital in France. This 
was the last heard of him until the 
news of his death came. He leaves 
two brothers and two sisters, be­
sides many relatives and friends to 
mourn his loss.

"A new draft of about 90,000 men

"If farmers whose hands are af­
fected in this new call fail to follow 
•this advice, they should have no 
cause f»r complaint if their meii-are, 
taken from them at. this critical time 
It will be useless and unreasonable; 
later to protest if they . have. done 
nothing to retain their help. Imme­
diate action on the part of every' 
farmer whose employees are. affect­
ed is essential and should not be-
delayed under any circumstances."

GROUND GLASS IN FLOUR. 

Believed To Be Work of Hun 
Enemies. 

Considerable excitement was oc­
casioned in Ogdensburg last week 
by the alleged finding of ground 
glass, in packages of buckwheat flour, 
put up by a Syracuse manufacturer. 

U. S. District Attorney D. B. Lu-
cey was notified and he at once ord­
ered an investigation, and all the 
packages, of suspected flour were 
called in. 

As the goods were in sealed pack­
ages" it was apparent that the crime 
must have been committed in the 
Syracuse mill. Accordingly the po­
lice there, and special agents got 
busy, and as a result of their inves­
tigations a German enemy alien by 
the name of Herman Horner, was ar 
rested on a farm at Camillus. Horn­
er: had worked in the buckwheat 
room at the factory for more than 
two months, putting up packages, 
leaving unexpectedly February 23. 

Horner, when, arrested, had in his 
possesion the regulation registration 
card issued German enemy aliens, 
who enrolled with the police under 
a federal order. He was held on a 
technical charge of leaving his place 
of residence without notifying the 
police, and the matter is being thor­
oughly investigated by Federal au­
thorities.

, Young men. and boys of the state, 
between the age of 16 and 21 years, 
''who are not engaged otherwise in 
work ofj pressing need in the defense 
of our country,", were urged in a 
proclamation by Governor Whitman 
supplementing that issued by Presi­
dent Wilson earlier in the week, to 
enroll in the State Boys' Working 
Reserve and signify their willing­
ness to accept farm employment in 
the coming season. 

"I desire' to impress *pon them 
that by enrolling and accepting em­
ployment of such vital importance 
at this time, they are performing a 
patriotic service to their country,, 
not only aiding in the production 6f 
food, ibtrt strengthening their bodies 
and increasing their " own general 
well being," said the Governor in 
his proclamation. 

"I do further call upon the public 
school authorities to aid ' in every 
way'this movement which -should 
have the. hearty support of all. Pri­
vate individuals, organizations and 
societies, also can be of assistance 
in forwarding the work." " 

Henry D. Sayef, head of the indus 
trial division of the State Defense 
Council, has been designated., as the 
Director of'- the New York State 
Boys' Working Reserve. 

Dozens of post offices along the 
St Lawrence at river resorts will be 
discontinued, according to a report 
from Washington.

SEEING THINGS AGAIN. 

The . report comes- from Ogdens­
burg that an airship measuring ab­
out forty feet across, was seen at R 
o'clock Wednesday night passing ov­
er the city in the direction of Cana­
da. Charles E. Murphy, Harry Sta-
cey, Clarence MeLear and Charles 
Clark said when they saw the mach­
ine it was about 200 feet above the 
City opera house. It was moving 
slowly in the direction of Cardinal, 
Ontario. 

Two distinct lights could be seen 
aboard, but no noise of an engine 
could be heard. Whether it was a 
type of Zeppelin or a new type of 
airplane .could not be distinguished. 

The village elections held last 
week afforded women their' first op­
portunity to vote, and they respond­
ed with varying degrees of enthusi­
asm.

only 15 voted. Canton, which has 
been a hot bed of suffrage, didn't 
do much better,'36 women appearing 
at the polls.

There 
was a woman's ticket running in 
Gouverneur, but- it failed to receive 
enough votes to elect any of its 
members. 

Sacket Harbor enjoys the distinc­
tion of being the first village to elect 
a woman as its president, Mrs. E. 
V. S. Mason on the Republican tick­
et defeating the Democratic nominee 
by 15 votes. 

There was a hot contest on" in 
Carthage, and it is .estimated that 
women there cast about 900 votes 
out of 1776 polled. Mrs. Maude La-
point was elected treasurer, being 
endorsed by both parties. 

There was a very light vote in 
Potsdam, there being only one ticket 
which received 131 votes.

For 99, against 13; No. .2, $300 for 
benefit of Band, For 80, against 34;

ARBOR DAY WILL BE MAY 1 

| May 1 has been designated by Dr. 
j John' H. Finley, State Commissioner 
I of Education, as Arbor Day for Nor 
them New York, including the coun­
ties of Warren, Hamilton, Herkimer 
Lewis, Jefferson, St. Lawrence, Clin 
ton, Franklin and Essex counties, 
and the Catskill region which com­
prises the third district. 

Boys and young men between 16 
and 21 years of age who enroll in 
the New York. State Boys' Working 
Reserve for farm work will, .be re­
leased from school after April 1 and 
given full school credits- if they have 
at that date attained an average of 
75 per cent in their studies, accord­
ing to announcement by Henry W.-
Sayer, Director of the Working Re­
serve. 

Mr. Sayer also announced a plan 
which is expected to result in an en­
ormous increase in the planted acre­
age of New ^Tbrk State.)' He says 
that "an agreement has bden reached 
with the Farrn^ Bureau Directors un­
der which farmers who secure mem­
bers of the Boys' Reserve for work 
on their farms will be pledged, if 
possible, to plant an additional five 
acres for each boy secured. 

Once the boys have enrolled, the 
procedure will be as follows: 

Farm bureaus in the various coun­
ties will get applications from farm-
£i?-£or-wh«* help they need. 

The Farm bureau representatives 
will 'get in touch with school prin­
cipals or teachers in the districts 
nearest the farms where help is 
needed, and arrange for distribution 
of the boy workers. 

The boys on farms will be under 
strict supervision by teachers and 
principals, or men now connected 
with tlje schools, who have already 
in many instances volunteered for 
this supervisory work on the farms. 

Every boy who ,go/s/fx> work on a 
farm this summer will be properly 
supervised, both as to his working 
conditions and 'his living conditions, 
so parents need have no fear for the 
safety, health or morality of their 
boys who engage in this patriotic 
work. 

Herbert Hoover, the federal food 
Director, has issued a statement 
showing the necessity of the enroll­
ment of boys for farm work, point­
ing out that every boy in Germany 
is in active productive service, fo 
every boy that can be used in this 
country will be working against a 
similar boy in Germany. 

ARMY OFFICER FOUND DEAD 

Investigation by the authorities 
of Brockville, Canada, into the mys­
terious death of Lieut. George E. 
Robinson, of the Canadian -army is 
under way. _ ._ 

The body of Robinson was found 
on the ice of the St. Lawrence river 
just east of the town limits. It is 
believed that Robinson either fell or 
threw himself from the cliff at that 
point, which is 75 feet high. The 
body was quite warm when found. 

Just at the moment that the body 
was found the drafted men were at 
the station" saying farewell before 
leaving on the trip overseas. Robin­
son was manager of the Bank Street 
branch of the Union Bank in Ottawa 
and went to Brockville last October. 
It is said that he became disappoint 
ed through seeing young officers be­
ing sent out while he remained he-
hind. He was 30 and unmarried. 

The long heralded German offen-» 
sive on the western front in France, ' 
has broken. The German attack 
started last Thursday and continues 
with unparalleled fury without let­
up. The Germans are using weH 
toward two million men so far as 
the allied commanders can judge, 
and are sacrificing life as recklessly 
as they did in their attack against 
the French • before Verdun. The 
outcome of the attack is still ill 
doubt, of course, but it seems from 
the most authentic Teports that the 
Germans have failed to make as 
rapid progress as they anticipated. 

The German attack is launched 
against the British along the Somme 
river in northern France near the 
Belgian frontier. Thus far the "ene­
my has- broken into the allied lines 
for a depth of ten miles at his most 
successful points. Elsewhere the 
British retreat has varied down to 
four miles.. Attacks against the 
French - have been repulsed and the-
French have thrown large forces in 
to the conflict in aid of the British. 
American troops have not been sub­
jected to the attack as yet- Official 
statements indicate, however, tha t 
two regiments of American railroad 
engineers are operating with the 
British forces. 

Up to Monday, the British. lines 
held the enemy to the northern bank 
of the Somme, but Monday the Ger­
mans forced their way across by 
means of rafts. Since that time the 
fighting has taken on a more open 
nature, although at no point up, to 
last night had the British line been 
broken. The withdrawal has been 
conducted in an orderly manner. 

The German troops have attacked 
in massed formation and their losses 
must have been frightful. Allied 
experts state that the German forces 
have lost 100,000 men a day. Even . 
the German official\ report states 
that the German losses are "large." 
The Germans claim 45,000. prisoners 

While the "situation is% tense, opin 
ion prevails.in both France.and Eng 
land that the attack will be beaten 
off asd that^the German objective^ 
which is believe'd to be the large ci ty 
of Amiens -from which Paris apdt 
the British channel might be threat, 
ehed will never .be gained by t h e 
Germans. The battle' will probably 
continue for some days. 

MONSTER GUN IN ACTION. 

Paris on Saturday, and daily e v e r -

since, has been bombarded by mys. 
terious shells believed to be from » 
monster cannon. Whether the shells 
are actual shells from a rifled gun, 
or are aerial torpedoes, experts dif­
fer. Frendh newspapers report t ha t 
the cannon has been located in t he 
forest of Gobain, seventy-six miles ^ 
from Paris. If the report is true ft V 
is evident that the Teutons have 
forged a weapon of war the like of 
which, was believed impossible. Lit-. 
tie damage was done by the bom­
bardment. 

BRITISH GAIN IN PALESTINE 

The British forces operating in 
Palestine report further gains ag­
ainst the Turks. An advance of 10 
miles along the river Jordan is an­
nounced by the British War Office.

A robbery occurred at the Rutland 
Railroad ticket office in Ogdensburg; 
last week. Jesse Bryant, ticket ag­
ent, left, the office shortly after -one 
o'clock ô go to the general^ office, 
about 200 yards from the station. 
He was absent about 20 minutes. 

When he returned he found that 
$41.50 in cash had been stolen. The 
door of the ticket office had been 
locked-but Tme of the windows front 
ing the waiting room had been left 
open. It- is thought the thief enter­
ed the ticket office thro' the window. 

One $20 note, 30 quarters ahd 14 
one dollar bills were stolen.
