Iluili Greatest Log Structure In the 

World. 

There passed a w a y a t Lake Pla-
,i,l recently a unique character,— 
Henry Van Hoevenburg. He will 
l,e remembered by many a s , Mr. 
Van, who always wore a complete 
..uit of leather. Van first came to 
I he Adirondaclts in 1877 with a par­
ty of friends, including Miss Jose-
p'hine Schofield.^ They camped on 
I'pper AusaWe Lake, climbed Taha-
wus and from its summit strove to 
pick t h e most beautiful square mile 
of virgin forest where they would 
build a g r ea t log house for themselv 
,13 and t h e enter ta inment of' friends. 
They selected H e a r t Lake near Mt. 
,1o. which was named after the lady. 
She met a t ragic dea th closely fol­
lowing t h e camping t r i p and Mr. 
Van decided to r e t u r n alone, > and 
i arry out t h e d ream which they' had 
dreamed of together . In 1878' he 
bought t h e 640 acre site of Adiron-

He 
also built the five miles of road lead 
tog from the North Elba road, thro­
ttle then virgin forest to -Heart Lake 
Says Godfrey Dewey in The News: 
/ "A fortune could hardly repro­
duce the Lodge today, for such tim­
ber as went into i t s construction has 
well-nigh disappeared before t h e ra­
vages of the lumberman and the fire 
that follows in his train. Giant 
spruces, in the lower courses two 
feet through and more, formed the 
outer walls, and the rustic work us­
ed so skillfully and lavishly inside 

!_™1,—>. w?i_selected only by pains­
taking search of large areas of un­
touched forest. . 

" I t was after wearing out a cor­
duroy suit every week or so in these 
searches that Mr. Van first ronceiv-

. e d t h e idea of leather clothing which 
he wore so largely afterward to the 
.end of Ms days. . The first suit of 
brown calfskin proved so successful 
that several others soon followed, 
including some of genuine Indian 
smoke tanned buckskin, softer than 
broadcloth and wearing like iron all 
through 20 years and more of hard 
service,. and some wonderful exam­
ples of fringed and beaded Indian 
and Mexican work, worn for story­
telling and full dress occasions. The 
Lodge was completed and opened in 
1&80 and for nearly a generation it 
stood as the unique and perfect em­
bodiment of the spirit of the North 
Woods, with Mr. Van Hoevenberg as 
presiding genius and host."-

The Lodge was destroyed in the 
great forest'fires of 1903, but a num 
ber of years before t h a t it had pass­
ed out of "his hands through unfor­
tunate 'itigation 'and he had since 
made his home largely at the Lake 
Placid Club, where he was the first 
postmaster and te legraph operator 
until in the fall of 1900 the Club 
purchased the Adirondack Lodge es­
ta te for its forest branch and again 
installed there its original builder 
as manager and h o s t After the des 
truction of the Lodge.Mr. Van made 
his home a t the Club until May, 1917 
where he was chief engineer, with 
headquarters a t Vanguard, built and 
named for hijto. 

Mr. Van * r o t e many Adirondack 
stories and legends. He was an ex­
pert telegrapher and electrician and 
invented many telegraphic devices, 
including some wrongly attributed 
to Edison. He was t h e inventor of 
the printing telegraph seen in the 
stock and news t ickers of today. He 
secured over 100 patents which bro". 
him over $100,000, most of which 
was spent on the Lodge. In his lat­
er .years he . s t a r t ed the Adirondack 
Electric Co., which cared for stor­
age batteries and cured .-small mach­
inery troubles and last spring he 
moved to the village with his busi­
ness, where he died from a sudden 
attack of angina pectoris.—Malone 
Farmer.
