Clarkson College graduated a class 
of 17 men last Sunday. The com­
mencement exercises at t h e college 
in the afternoon and the baccalaur­
eate sermin at Trinity church in the 
morning were all the "commencement 
the college had this year, owing to 
war time condition?. The national 
situation was brought home when 
one Senior stepped, forward in army 
khaki t o receive his degree while 
several others were unable to be 
present to answer to the i r names, 
being with the colors. 

The baccalaureate exercises were 
in the course of t h e regular sendees 
at Trinity church in the morning. 
The sermon was preached by Rev. 
Dr. W., W. Bellinger. The academic 
procession fo r rned jm t h e church. 
iawn"~arioT preceded^ by the, ' vested 
choir, the crucifix and t h e national 
emblem entered the church-from the 
rear, the Seniors, faculty and trus­
tees in cap and gown bringing up 
the Tear of the precession. 

Dr. Bellinger chose for his text 
the Fifth verse of the Thirty-fourth 
chapter of Isaiah: For My Sword 
Shall Be Bathedlr i Heaven. As the 
text would jindicate it was a war 
sermon. 
, "There is one dominating thought 

in the minds of all Americans at 
this time," declared Dr. Bellinger. 
"and that is this war. We have no 
time to waste in discussion whether 
or not war -is righteous. I t is right­
eous, not necessarily because the 
Bible says so. hut heeause our com­
mon sense tells us so. As a nation 
we are called on to face fearful 
things and we must ^ee to it that out-
morale is strengtHipied in every 
possible direction." 

The speaker called, attention to 
the reports that the Amoriean sold-. 
!cr-- n v t='!i.•••.!-.:. -j , .:-„-,.-: «-;t;, ,. 
serious .purpose and that while tw», 
.million men had been raised by the 
'tfifft act there hail been no disorder? 
and no attempt to hinder its work­
ings to -any extent, "ItV is the duty 
of the covernment. then," be'eontin 
ued. l,to ,-ce to it" that not one thing 
it- lacking to give them the utmost 
efficiency and a triumphant victory. 
Incompetent officials should-not onljO 
not be tolerated but should he ex­
pelled from their positions. Too 
much depends on this s truggle. Our 
all it a t stake 

"We know many of our troops are 
now in France and that more are go 
ng almost without -hindrance. , But 
et us never forget _th,e__debt we owe 
•0 the courage of those Allies of ours 
a t ' t h e present moment." 

Warning against German propa­
ganda a t home, against pessimism 

and depressions, Dr. Bellinger con­
tinued: "All poisonous gases are not 
physical nor are they limited to the 
battlefields, of Europe. There . are 
poisonous gases both mental arid 
physical and I beg you td avoid them 
Some. of these gases bear the name 
of pessipj^ni, the elongated face, the 
expression' like a tombstone. That 
gas hamfitriwrs the country . . -De­
gression, is in -the same class. Peace 
muttering i s the most deadly of the 
poisjn "gases. We will never beat 
dowi Von Hindenburg and Luden-
dorff by wjprds but; by force. ' Talk 
no t of anyfpeace save that which 
comes from an enemy on his knees." 

Dr. Bellinger made a scathing ar­
raignment of the* German race. "Fif-. 
t y years bef-ore-tite birth of Christ," 
h e declared, "that grea t Roman-'jul-
ius Caesar wrote of the German peo 
pie , ' 'That perfidious. race bred from 
t h e radle to rapine and war, Ger-
mai. who talk peace as they are 
ope ".' declaring war. ' Down thro ' 
t h e - enturie-s that attack on the in­
tegr i ty -and ' honesty of the Teuton 
has stalked- its way to the present.'-' 

Yesterday afternoon at the col­
lege a-memorial tablet to Miss Eljz.-
abeth Clarkson was unveiled. 'Miss 
Clarkson's death occurred in New, 
York City last winter.. Miss Clark­
son was one of the founders of the 
Collece and a similar tablet was set 
u p feme t ime ago to her sister, the 
late Miss Frederica Clarkson.

Overshadowing the news from the 
western front was th&announcement 
Monday tha t a fleet of five Gernian 
submar ines had appeared off the 
Atlantic-coast and had sunk possibly 
fifteen vessels of varying size. All 
the vessels thus far known to have 
been sunk were 'comparatively small. 
No transports were' among ' them. 
The exact number is not known def­
initely yet" but seven ships are now 
known to have been lost . ' Only one 
life is known to have been lost. The 
Germans sunk the vessels with 
bombs and their crews escaped in 
small ..boats. United States destroy­
ers are after the -U-boats. I t has 
been rumored that one of the subma­
rines fell a victim to the Americans, 
but this is not confirmed. The gen­
eral belief is that the subs crossed 
to this side after American t rans­
ports and that they did not sink any 
before their, presence became known 
is considered fortunate.

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Canton Must Hold Special Election 
Or-Shoulder Dead Loss of 

$185,000r 

Taxpayers of Potsdam, who a 
•short time ago voted down a propo­
sition to bond the village to secure, 
a supply of spring water, will be 
interested in the situation in which 
Canton finds itself. Canton voted 
$185,000 for a spring water system 
shortly before Potsdam was asked to 
vote, and the same engineer 'drew 
plans for both villages. Canton has 
expended ' all its appropriation and 
now finds that it must raise $55,000" 
more to complete the plant or admit 
the $185,000 sunk at, a dead loss. 
The work has already been in prog­
ress over a year. 

When the present estimate is said 
to be large enough to cover all pos­
sible contingencies, there is a feel­
ing in some quarters that while the 
village trustees honestly believe that 
it will be, that such may not prove 
to be. the fact. For instance, there 
are a good many farmers.along the_ 
line of the brook that was fed by" 
the springs appropriated, t ha t be­
lieve that in a dry season the water 
will fail in their pastures, in which 
.event they will have large claim.for 
damages. While there is considera­
ble grumbling about this-addad bur­
den during war time, to vote down 
the appropriation would mean the 
stoppage of work and the loss of a 
considerable percentage of the mon­
ey already invested and it is likely 
that the appropriation will be voted 
without much opposition. 

Pershing's Forces Win In Attack 
. Against Germans. 

American forces las t week cap­
tured the village of Cantigny and 
consolidated their positions, accord­
ing to an official communique re­
ceived from General Pershing.
