"Albert Smith, U. S. Com'ss'r," 
"Treaty of Washington," "Lt.-Col. 
B. B . Eastcourt, J3. B. H., Com'ss'r" 
and ''Boundary Aitigust 9. 1842.',' 

Tradition says that the monu­
ments set i n , the forties to mark the 
international l ine were cast from old 
cannon captured in earlier* wars, in 
which the colonies participated.
