The Thirty-fifth Senatorial Dis­
trict, comprising the counties of Jef 
Jerson and Oswego, has been singu­
larly fortunate in its representative 
a t Albany, Hon. Elon R. Brown. The 
district as a whole, it may be said, 
contains much more wisdom and 
political sense than does that part 
of it embraced in Jefferson county, 
for Jefferson county is the home of 
the only real flourishing bolsheviki 
in Northern New York. For years 
this^element, possessing as it does a 
daily paper, has throttled the prin­
ciples of Republicanism in that coun 
ty and Has' frowned upon any man 
who would not .pander to the politi­
cal fads of the day no matter how 
vicious or .visionary they might be. 
This element was one of the loudest 
in advocacy of the npw disgraced 
direct primary propaganda and i s . 
always ready to father any of those 
wild nostrums which other comroun-

• ities have tried to their sorrow. In 
WatertownX they still call these dis­
carded ideas, "progressive,'" and. 
like their brothers in Russia, fake a 
childish pleasure in advocating them. 

Senator Brown is in a .class by 
l imself at Albany, being the ablest 
man who has sat in the Senate in 
several years. He possesses a couK 
age which nothing can daunt, and 
while always willing- to yield his 
opinions if he discovers he is wrong, 
he was never known to back down 
because of a fear of results. Neither 
woman suffrage, prohibition, organ­
ized labor, direct primaries, gover­
nors, or anything else ever possess­
ed the power to deviate him from 
his course when he believed he was 
right, a statement, unfortunately, 
that can be made of but few men 

. now in public life, and in his sever­
al years at Albany it may be said, 
of him that he has generally been 
rigbt. His views do not always pre­
vail nor do the measures advocated 
by him always pass, but he is al­
ways perfectly willing to stand or 
fall by those principles which in his 
belief should prevail, and he never 
stultifies hims.llf_by_an attempt to 
get upon the popular or winning-

side qf a question. His mind natur­
ally works upon broad statesmanlike 
and permanent principles of govern­
ment, and the ephemeral fads, or 
fly-by-night cure-alls which make so 
loud a splash in the minds of many-
alleged and would-be statesmen 
never find any favor with him. He 
is sound, constructive, able .and un­
afraid, and whether or not anyone 
agrees with him on' any given sub­
ject at any given time, he is the 
type of man who ought to be in. 
public life for the safety of the 

-country, and he should be kept in 
public life so long as he will consent 
to stay there.

SAVE THE CHILDREN. 

With the war decimating the ranks 
of childhood in Europe aru^ its shad,-* 
ow already touching the'"c'h'i'idhood 
of America as shown in a declining 
birth rate, the task of child saving 
must be undertaken with greater 
zeal. Such is the message of Dr. 
Biggs. Commissioner of Health, in 
the Child Welfare number of Health 
News which has just been issued by 
the State Department of Health. 

/ While the infant death rate of the 
State of New Y'ork is among the 
lowest of any in the world of which 
we have accurate knowledge, • the 
people of the State should not stand 
on this record as a whole but should 
better it, states the Commissioner. 
Every child is precious to the State, 
'and every healthy one doubly so, for 
.just in proportion as the children, of 
today 'are strong Jn mind and body 
and their number sufficient to fill the 
gaps made by the ravages of war. 
will they be able to benefit by the 
great sacrifices now being made by 
their fathers. 

Ignorance and greed, continues 
the Commissioner, are as relentless 
foes of childhood, as are the mad­
dening invaders of homes, and these 
factors must be combated by 'those 
who assume-responsibility for the 
community's welfare.
