"Tell Them Up North I 've -No Hard 
FeelingB," He Says. Walk* To 
Chair With Firm Tread. 

WOUNDED AT PLATTSBURG 

Base Hospital There Filling Up 
With Men. 

.' Alvah Briggs, the Stockholm mur . 
derer, died Jit the eleotric chair a t 
Sing Sing Prison, Ossining, at four 
minutes pas t eleven o'clock last 
Thursday night. He was the first of 
three murderers to be electrocuted, 
the others being" Peter Lischuk and 
Hyman Ostransky. Lischuk killed a 
woman boarding house keeper in 
ttineville last fall, while Otransky 
Murdered a woman_in Brooklyn las t 
November. Briggs, as did the other 
two, Went to his death calmly and 
walked to the chair unassisted.. Con­
trary t o some-reports, h e made no 
confession, bu t maintained his inno­
cence t o t h e last. "Tell them' u p 
North, F v e got no hard feelings," 
was al l h e said. No relatives ap ­
peared to claim* the body and i t was 
buried a t the prison. 

The executions a t Sing Sing last 
Thursday- night were the first in. 
which, more than two figured since 
Gyp the Blood, Lefty Louie and the i r 
pals, four in all, went t o the chair 
for t h e murder of Herman Rosenthal 
the New York gambler. Twelve wit 
nesses were present a t the execution 
beside prison guards, officials, Ward­
en Mover, physicians and newspaper, 
men, about twenty-five in all, 

Therer-was no reprieve~nor any 
last minute commutation of sentence 
expected for any of t h e men and 
the uncertainty which sometimes 
precedes such events was absent. 
While the condemned men • spent 
their las t hour at the prison, the 
town below rang with the shouts of 
the crowd, the ringing of bells, and 
blowing of sirens, the occasion being 
the departure of Ossining and. Tarry 

• town men for ths> military camps. 

In his cell Briggs heard the racket 
and inquired the cause: "Only a pa­
rade in honor of some draft men 
who a re going to Spartanbu-rg, ;~said 
the keeper. . 

I t lacked two minutes of eleven 
when Warden Moyer conducted - the 
party out of the prison offices and 
across the yard lighted by the bril­
liant moonlight reflected from the 
broad expanse of, the Hudson to the 
white walled death house. It was 
this death house on which Briggs 
was employed, as a. mason. As he 
labored day by day he buildcd better 
than he knew. Little1, could he have 
imagined that one day he would ten­
ter the structure for a Jast time. 

I t was ' exactly 11:03 when T h e 
side door of the death house opened 
and the voice of the prison chaplain, 
Rev. Anthony Peterson, was heard 

' in prayer: "Unto, thee, O Father, • I 
commend my spirit." Briggs enter­
ed the room entirely unassisted, al­
though several keepers kept near 
him. The.distance to the chair was 
compar.it ivcly .-short. Briggs settled 
himself in it, placed his arms on the 
chair arms and shucked his body in­
to* a more comfortable position. His 
face wore the same smile which 
came to be associated with him at 
the tr ial , and the same swagger 
characterized "his gai t across the 
room. His face was very pale, but 
it may have been the palor of his 
confinement. 

The guards ad jured the straps 
and. mask ami while the ehaplain 
still continued the reading from the 
Scripture, Dr. Amos O. Squire, the 
prison physicinrt. nodded to the chief 
electrician. There was a click as 
the lever .slipped home. a. convulsive 
shudder passed through the man in 
the chair, and Alvan Briggs had e \ -

One patient is an Am 
erican aviator who was shot down 
while flying over t h e enemy trench­
es but who managed to avoid, cap­
ture and who made his way to the 
trenches of the Allies although bad-
ly-mjur«d""by"his f a l l . . 

The" hospital, which when fully oc­
cupied will include all of the brick 
quarters formerly used for enlisted 
men, and will have: a capacity for 
the care of 1000 patients, will be 
equipped with the most .modern ap­
pliances for the care of patients and 
the medical .and surgical staff "will 
be made up of practitioners of the 
highest standing and 100 female mu­
ses will be employed.

PORK FOR BEEF. 

Cut Down1 Beef Ration, Says Food 
Administrator. 

— The substitution of pork for beef 
and the elimination of, beef to but a 
single, meal weekly, is urged in reg­
ulations jus t received by County 
Food Administrator R. L. Sisson. 
He says: 

"The demands fo r ' beef' for ' : ' our 
army and the Allied armies and their 
civil populations for 'this summer, 
are beyond our present surplus; on 
the other hand, we have enough in­
creased supply,of pork this summer 
to permit an economical, expansion 
in its use. I t will, therefore, be a 
direct service to our armies and the' 
Allies if our people would in some 
degree substitute fresh pork, bacon, 
hams and sausage for beef products. 
We request aH'h'Stels and re?tau» 
rants not to place on their menus or 
serve boiled beef more than two 
meals weekly, beefsteak more than 
one meal weekly,'and roast beef more 
"than one meal'weekly. We ask the 
householders not under any circum­
stances to buy more than one and 
one-quarter pounds of -clear beef 
weekly, or one and one-half pounds 
—including the -bone!—per person in 
the household."

The big development of the week -

in Europe is the renewal Saturday 
of the offensive by the Austrians oh 
the Italian front. The Austrians en 
countered a bitter resistance from 
the Italians and French and British • 
troops stationed with them, and i t is 
evident even, from ' the official dis­
patches-from Vienna tha t the prog­
ress of the Austrian drive has been 
almost-negligible up to this time. 
Even Vienna does not claim any sub­
stantial gains in territory, though 
claiming 10,000 prisoners. The Anglo 
French - Italian forces claim 4500 
prisoners. 

In some sectors the Austrians 
were not .only halted buT the~ltalians 
took the offensive! and made gains. 
Where the .Italians made' progress 
Saturday and Sunday; reports yes­
terday indicated that counter attacks 
by the Allies had regained ground 
and re-established their former lines
