NATION-WIDE ECONOMY. 

To carry out the program of na­
tional-economy demanded of the.Am­
erican people by" the war they must 
adopt scientific and systematic meth 
ods of economy. Spasmodic and per 
iodic saving will riot fulfill the de­
mand upon us. 

One method that has been propos­
ed and has the approval of the Treas­
ury Department is for every Ameri­
can—to—pledge himself or herself to 
economize and sa/ve and with the sav 
ings at definite-periods-purchase spe 
cific amounts of war-savings.stamps. 

We must give our Nation, we must 
give our men in .arms, all of the 
strength and support possible. To do 
this we must cut our own demands 
on the labor, material, and money .of 

., the country to the limit, and. increase 
to theflimit the sun'ply of money, of 
material, and of labor, available to 
the Government. All of our ener­
gies, and resources should be devoted 
to the winning of the war, and to 
accomplish this we must economize, 
save, and lend to the Government. 
-- A definite systematic plan of sav­
ing, strengthened by resolve and 3 
pledge to save and lend to the Gov­
ernment, will be productive of the 
best results. The saving plan- cam­
paign- is now on. Every patriotic 
American should make a pledge to 
save and keep the pledge. 

HOLD YOUR UBERTY BONDS. 

One who subscribes for a Liberty 
Bond and gets credit as a patriot 
for doing so is not acting patriotic­
ally if he immediately sells ,that 
bond, that is, unless he imperatively 
needs the money, says Secretary Me 
Adoo. It is not trie mere subscrip­
tion that helps the Government, it 
is -the actual loan: shifting the bond 
to some one else does not help. 

The same objection lies to exchan 
ging Liberty Lo,an Bonds in trade. 
Merchants offering- to take" Liberty 
Loan Bonds in exchange' for merch­
andise are doubtlessly actuated by 
patriotic motives, but such transac-

"The Madura., a little Russian 
barque, cut "down her mainsail upon 
the submarine's first shot, to show) 
submission: but when her life boat 
was rescued it was a perfect sham­
ble. The captain, a huge black-
bearded Finn, sat in the stern sheets 
with- his wife.'and at tneir feet two 
dead sailors--la-y-"WeU#ring -in blood, 
while another was J.fust- gasping out 
his life. The four otheUi sailors were 
atf-'ivretchedly wounded. These in­
offensive working men were slaugh­
tered while trying frantically to do 
anything the submarine wanted. 

"I can name you case after case 
where a harmless sailing ship has 
heaved' to. . .and signalled obedience 
like a small' dog that turns over on 
his back- and holds up his paws, and 
then has been mercilessly raked by 
shrapnel till itHvas a ghastly infer-
no-of-bloodr . -'- — : 

. ('On a dismal February day I saw 
the dismembered fragments of the 
captain" of the Anglo-Californian 
carried ashore' in a gunny-sack and 
the mutilated corpses of eight of his 
men. Their crime consisted in hav­
ing tried to run away from destruc­
tion! In the Eavestone case, the 
submarine deliberately- turned i ts 
gun- upon the lifeboats when 'they' 
were, well away from- their sinking' 
ship, and shot down the captain and 
four men. And so in the Rowan-
more case, and others. 

"When' the firing .failed to produce 
murder, owing-to distance or to the 
roughness of the sea. the submar­
ines showed their cowardly spite by 
committing other abominations. 
They seized a lifeboat of the Cairn-
hill, and'jilaced its nineteen m'en on' 
the submarine's "deck. ' They then 
threw overboard from the -Jifeboat 
the food, .water, and-sails. To point 
their hideous joke, they even filled 
the water sack with salt water and 
when they returned to the subma­
rine they went below and submerg­
ed instantly, leaving our boys'floun­
dering in a stormy sea,. ISO miles 
from land, with no refuge but that 
gutted lifeboat! , 
' "This submergence trick has been 

done repeatedly. Then there was 
the case in which the submarine of­
ficers amused themselves by .taking 
snapshots to send home to their 
sweethearts 'while twelve men were 
drowning, and ill another an Amer­
ican- merchant officer was taken back 
on board and-made to touch off the 
bombs which destroyed his own ves­
sel. I am making none' of these 
statements idly. -They were all sol­
emnly, sworn to before me by our 
fellow citizens, in the name of Al­
mighty God. and I know them to be 
the naked truth." -

These scattered instances are on-, 
ly. a fraction of the Seatliness' dis­
played by these jackals of the sea. 
No pirate of hideous tradition was 
ever—more„cruei. -But itvsb not the 
wanton torture of noncombatant 
sailormen which-'Tias. earned the sub 
marine its wretched pre-eminence 
but the5 dumfounding and stupefy­
ing fact of its attacks upon women 
and children.

W$ know, now. .that that stated of 
mind was poisonous to our ria'ional 
safety. We fear now that untold hun 
dreds-r-maybe thousands—of Ameri 
can boys and young men must die. 
because we heeded those who were 
in that state of mind. 

We know now that nothing can 
give us an at.my which "stands-ready 
for its foes" except actual military' 
training—universal military train-

•ing. 
A "standing army" may be sad to 

contemplate, but it is madder to think 
of the boy? who must die'because we 
,were not prepared in time. Inciden 
tally, it is sad, too, to find our school 
children getting thus sort of instruc­
tion. The belief that we can be safe 
without preparing to defend ourselv­
es ought to be buried by this time 
hr-yond the possibility of resurrec­
tion. •- Albany Knickerbocker-Press.
