Mothers 
can • see their children get t ing well 
before the i r eyes. The dispensaries 
are so eminently practical as to be 
convincing without argument. A mo­
ther is given a suitable nipple for a 
bottle: a few drops of magic liquid 
are put into sore eyes and- soon they 
are well: an American woman den­
tist stops toothaches; and 'so it gpes 
through alb, the list of ills. In .con­
nection with our dispensary a t Nan­
cy is t h e wonderful- children's hospi­
tal at Toul where Dr. Maynard Ladd 
is caring for- the' very sick children. 

"We had one baby who was born 
almost in No"MWs'Xandi 'When he 
was first- brought to us he was no 
bigger than a plucked bird. We 
scrubbed and disinfected him . and 
then gave him to Dr. Ladd. Now he ' 
is one of the sturdiest babies in the 
hospital. The mother still lives in 
her little faTm near the front where 
she continues to cultivate' her fields 
'for France. ' At night and when it 
is foggy our,American soldiers in 
nearby trenches "help- her, unless now 
since t h e spring''offensive,'''+he''farm 
has been bombed out of alLsemblance 
of a home. 

"Another tiny child . who passed 
through our dispensary wast aband­
oned in a cellar. His mother had en 
trusted him to a neighbor while she 
was at w o r k There was a hombarl 
ment and in her terror the neighbor 
fled to a safer place of refuge, entire 
ly forgetting the baby,. Af ter three 
days the mother returned and found 
her child. Thanks to the dispensary 
he is still living. While I was at 
Nancy a homh fell in the night, and 
crashed through a house on a sleep­
ing mother with her baby on'- ther 
arm. The baby was killed and the 
'mother's! arm cut off. I t i s for her 
and, hundreds .like her that we ask 
the1' aid"«f 'American women-who will 
never know' such suffering." . , 

In addition to • saving the women 
and children the dispensaries estab­
lished by the American Fund for 
French Wounded keep up t h e morale 
of the French soldiers, according to 
Mrs. Lee. 
.- "A convalescent French soldier in 
one hospital that I visited commit­
ted suicide after receiving a letter 
from his wife telling him tha t their 
child had died of .starvation and that 
.she was taking her own life. Think 
what - i t means to them tha t their 
women arid children are being given 
the best possible care. And then, 
too it means-something to t h e food 
supply of France: for the mothers, 
knowing their children are safe, cul­
tivate t h e fields along the battle-
fronts.
