As 
many of them as could get • back, 
but i t took our-boys all of the next 
day to bury the dead they left and 
bandage, up t h e wounded prisoners. 
1 guess they expected to find some-
-thing- soft, but they found the 'Sam­
mies' right there waiting for them 
and ready to give an account of 
themselves,' and when it was all over 
fighting mad because there weren't 
more Bbchto kill. By this time you 
have doubtless seen an account of 
the whole thing in one of t h e papers. 

"The Boch prisoners taken cer­
tainly were in hard shape. No un­
derclothing a t all and' many of them 

without socks, ahd 'having old rags 
.wrapped around their feet for pro"-.: 
taction. The morale of their arm/ 
i:-. very poor and they have many 
troops that they do not dare Rive 

-arms—to-or • usu in "the front" lineSr 
Before, a raid or an attack i t is not 
uncommon for the officers to have to 
shoot severaj of the men in' order to 
gct- them over the top."
