Awful.as the picture is, it is full 
of lessons for the rest of the world. 

Most important of these is the

4ever it may show its head. 

THE EXPENSIVE- VINDICATION. 

Some men believe they obtain com 
plete vindication when they bring a 
libel suit against a newspaper. And 
Mayor Hylan had that idea when 
The, New York World last fall made 
charges against him which forecast­
ed his since demonstrated unfitness 
for the' office. ' He brought suits for 
an aggregate amount of .$525,000. -

When the cases" were reached on 
.the calendar The World was ready 
to go to- trial. Mayor Hylan said 
he could not spare the time to attend 
the trial, and the result was that. the 

.. cases were discontinued. But The 
World was not-satisfied, and made 
an application for an extra allow­
ance for costs. 

The Court granted an extra allow 
ance of $2000. Justice Cropsey said 
in his memorandum that if the 
charges were untrue then the plain­
tiff, Mayor , Hylan,- could have col­
lected a l a r g \ amount of damages, 
that there hadxb«en ample time to 
prepare the case,'-and no reason had. 
ever been given for, its discontinu­
ance. \ 

There was no reason --for the dis­
continuance, anff there waX no reas­
on for the suits to be started except 
as a par t of a political campaign. It 
has cost Mayor Hylan $2000--besides 
the. legal costs to answer a charge 
by bringing a libel suit, and this 
practice of, giving an extra allow­
ance-may- deter. other men from try­
ing to defend themselves against 

' charges by bringing suits they nev­
er intend to try.—Watertown Stan­
dard. * >. 

GOV'T. R. R. ADMINISTRATION. 

The general policy and purposes 
of the Railroad Administration as 
announced by Director General Me-
Adoo may be briefly summarized a; 
follows: , ' " 

First, the winninf? of the war. in 
which everything must be subordi­
nated: second, the service of the pub 
lie, which means maintenance and 
improvement of railroad properties 
so a.-: to provide safe anil adequate 
transportation .facilities at lowest 
cost; .third, the promotion of sym­
pathy, understanding, and co-opera­
tion between the administration and 
tlie 2,000,000 railroad employees and 
the 100.000,000 patrons,'which latter 
includes ivory individual in the Na-

•tion: fourth, the application of 
sound economies, including elimina-^ 

~tibn~of superfluous expenditures, the 
payment of just wages and just awl. 
prompt compensation for injuries, 
-economical purchase of material an.l 
equipment, adoption of standardized 

' equipment and approved devices for 
saving life and labor, economic rout 
ing of freight and passenger traffic, 
intensive .employment of all equip­
ment, and "careful, record "and scien­
tific study to secure the greatest 
efficiency. 

The Director General states that 
while the development of this policy 

.Requires time, great progress has 
[jieen made toward the'desired goal.

These experts will .be a t 
the disposal of tractor owners who 
keep their machines in general use 
to aid them in keeping the tractors 
in order and getting amaxinnin ' of 
work out of them.-

Applications for tractor demon­
strations have been received from 27 
counties arid.- the demonstration pro­
gram is being "perfected as rapidly 
as possible. The first demonstration 
will be given in Sebuyler county at 
-Watkins June 26. and_the next at 
Stanly, Ontario county~6n~July 4, 
which will be for both -Ontario and 
Yates counties. Other counties for 
which dates are being arranged are 
Oswego, Monroe, Wayne, Orleans, 
Erie, Columbia and Orange. .
