Bread is 
about, the same as in America. " I 
buy eggs and milk and bread when 
opportunity offers, to help out my 
rations. .

The people do 
not use it except to drink, so I pre­
sume they don't plan on it as we do 
in America. We have not had any 
money in about three months, but 
expect to get a month's pay soon.

He was 32 years of age and was 
horn in Madrid, the son of Mr.-- Mar 
garH Hughes and the late Grant 
Hughes. His father died last March

BOY DROWNS. 

Harry Cuglar, the 10 year old 
son of Mr. and'Mrs. Riley. D. Cuglar 
who live on Long Sautt Island, was 
drowned in the St. Lawrence river, 
Saturday evening, about 7, while he 
was swimming near, his home. The 
body was recovered about an hour 
anil a half later near where the boy 
went down.

A telephone call was sent to Syr­
acuse police stations, asking for re­
serves, nurses and ambulances.

At the cost, of his own life, Wm. 
T. Crowley, aged 33 years, son 'of 
Mrs. Hannah Crowley of Watertown 
and a brother of Rev. Father C. J. 
Crowley of Brasher Falls, heroically 
assisted, hundreds of employes in 
saving themselves, 

Wednesday morning, following 
the explosion, his body was positive­
ly identified and his. mother was 
notified. The funeral services were 
conducted from the late home Sat­
urday morning at 9 and at'9:30 from 
the Holy Family Church, Dean M. 
R. Bums, pastor officiating. Inter­
ment was made in Glenwood. ceme­
tery. 

Mr. Crowley, who was employed 
as sergeant of the guards at the 
plant, where he had been located for 
the past two years, was one of the 
first to notice the fire, according .to. 
a survivor of the accident. With 
the aid of the 90 or more other mem 
"hers of the guard he attempted to 
extinguish the fire. After working 
for more than three-quarters of an 
hour the water pressure became low 
and Crowley ̂ bepgan to notify the em 
ployes of the plant when the fire be 
gan to Spread to where the explosiv­
es were located. It had been hoped 
by Crowley and the guards that the 
fire could be extinguished before it 
reached the explosives but their hope 
was blasted when the water pressure 
Jbe,came-4ow-.- -^PuHy-roalizing—his-
own peril he set out notifying the 
employes and was instrumental in 
saving hundreds of lives. 

For the past two years Mr. Crow­
ley had been employed by the Semet 
Solvay Co. as 'sergeant of, guards. 
He was born on a farm at 'Helena, 
a son of Mrs. Hannah and the late 
Dennis Crowley. When about 17 yrs 
of age he and his parents removed 
to Watertown. He followed the oc­
cupation of machinist for a time.

The plant made its first shipment 
of finished powder to the Allied Ar­
mies July 1, three months ahead of 
schedule and -beating the world's 
record in construction of such a 
plant by the same time.
